In ‘this city last evening thxfee rousing
meetings were held, all crowded and en-
jusiastic, affording prodf that the fight-
g spirit of the party is stronger and its
etermination greater as election day ap-
roaches.
W. H. Thorne, at the North End meet-

:ng, referred to the campaign outlook.qndg
expressed confidence that" the opposition'
would carry at least thirty seats. He;
went over the counties in some detail andl
gave reasons for his prediction.

This esti- |
mate from a man of Mr. Thorne's long ex—‘
perience and knowledge of ‘present con- |
ditions was received with great e.nthusr
asm. Many believe Mr. Thorne is well
within the mark in his calculation.

At all the opposition meetings lz.ast}
evening the speakers were followed w!t.hs
keen interest. They delivered aggresswe‘

and telling ‘addresses. As. the campaign|
approaches the close and reports fron) a‘ll‘
parts of the province are rece@ved it is|
universally conceded that the signs point
to a great opposition triumph.

IN ALEXANDRA HALL

Big Meeting Hear Sound Talk on the
Campaign Issues — Mr.. Thorne's

 Forecast.

In Alexandra hall, Main street, the
chair was taken by H. G. Green. After
referring . briefly to the importance of the
jssues in .the present. campaign he- intro-
duced. W.. H. Thorne. as. the first speaker.

Mr.. Thorne, .who was received with
cheers, said it was always a pleasure to
comply with the request of a chairman

at a meeting of that kind. He heartily be-
lieved that it was in the interests of the
province that there should be a new gov-
ernment. Having been in touch with out-
side constituencies he was in a position
to ‘claim that the opposition would have
a good majority on March 3 and that
even all the resources of civilization would
not prevail. (Laughter.) He believed they
would carry at least thirty seats. Read-
ing the Sun, people might euppose that
St. John was going in favor of the gov-
ernment. If he were any judge of public

I

gentiment St. John would return four op-
position members by a large majority. In
Charlotte the Sun attempted to make peo-
ple believe that the government ticket
would win. His own view was that all
four seats would go to the opposition.
Again in Sunbury the Sun prophesied
ghat Mr. Hazen would be defeated. A
canvass of that county and Queens, how-
pver, showed large gains for the opposi-
Rion and victory for their leader and his
\colleagues in the two counties seemed as-
sured. As regards York he had been told
poly the previous day by a gentleman in
touch with the county.that the opposi-
tion would probably have 1,000 majority.
They had two out of three in Carleton
n the last election, Mr. Jones getting in
by the skin of his teath. There they were
sure of holding their own and would prob-

pbly carry the whole ticket. T Victoria
‘even their opponents admitted that Mr.
{Manzer was almost sure of election. They
had been told by the government press
that the government victory had already
begun in Madawaska because there were

{tickete nominated. Tt appeared to him
jthat if the government two were defeat-
ed it would be by men who would sup-
iport Mr. Hazen.

Recently a man who had large interests
in Bathurst and who, they might be in-
terested to know, was not a supporter of
ithe 6pposition, had told him that he had
hardly met anyone who was not in favor
of the opposition.

But a change had come over the whole
situation. At the last election an opposi-
tion majority of 600 in the county had
been swamped in Moncton, but the in-
fluence in Mancton teday was in the
opposition’s  favor. Their men be-
Jlieved Westmorland was good for two if
not four seats.

Albert had always been a hard fight-
ing chance. Coming nearer home Kings
felt sure of returning the opposition
ticket. In Rothesay, which previously had
given them only 45 votes, 95 were now

Robert Maxwell, M. P. P., was received |
with much cheering and applause. Re-|
ferring to the Workman’s _Compensation |

those who were entitled to benefit had
been fully set out but that at the instance
of Mr. Purdy and some of the mill owners,
millmen and quarry men had been de-
barred. .

Speaking of the campaign in the city,l
Mr. Maxwell said he had visited every,
ward and had never seen the people so,
roused. The tide was agdnst the gov-
ernment and mnot all Dr. Pugsley’s elo-
quence could save them from defeat. An
attempt was being made to get voters to
scratch one of the opposition ticket and
vote for Mr. Sears or Mr. Purdy. He
hoped there would be no splitting of votes
and that the whole ticket would be elected |
as one man.

Speaking of the auditor’s report, Mr.
Maxwell said Mr. Skinner let the cat out|
of the bag when he mentioned in the '
court house that the report was not an|
audit but was being issued to refute Mr.l
Flemming’s statements. It was nothing!
but another attempt to deceive the people.
Mr. Maxwell, referring to the secret bal-
lot act, said Messrs. McKeown, Lantalum
and Purdy in 1899 all voted against it and
that was only one instance of how the
government and their supporters had vo-
ted against the interests of the people.

In discussing the International Railway,
Mr. Maxwell pointed out that when Mr.
Pugsley as attorney-general made  the
statement that Engineer Schrieber had
faid the road would cost §27,000 a mile,|
the engineer's estimate referred to only
the first thirty miles. He contended that!
the guarantee of $8,000 a mile on the |
whole road, which included eighty miles |
not even surveyed, was obtained from the
legislature by fraud. |

He pictured in
visionary terms the docks along Courtnay
Bay and declared that the policy of the
Grand Trunk Pacific was to carry Cana-

and other maritime ports. On the strength
of this statement and of a letter from
Mr. Hays, of the G. T. P. suggesting
that borings be made in Courtney Bay.
Mr. Pugsley claimed your support for the
Robinson government. It is neither the
policy nor the pretext of the G. T. P to
carry Canadian trade through the port of
St. John in the winter. Not for the next
ten or twenty years will St. John expoct
any Canadian freight carried by the G.
T. P. All of that business will be done
through the city of Portland (Me.), and
any possible surplus will naturally be
given to the city of Halifax.

The Faots.

Please consider how the G. T. P. has
resisted all efforts to build into St. John.
When this contract was before Ottawa,
three years ago, the G. T. P. refused to
agree to build a branch line from Chip-
man to St. John. The contract provided
that the company should build-a branch
from Fort William, Lake Superior, up to
the main trunk line, which trunk line
from Winnipeg to Quebec and Moncton,
was to be built by the government. The

G. T. P. also agreed to build a branch
into Montreal. But it flatly refused to
build a branch into St. John. At the same
time, however, it msisted and obtained
special running rights over the 1. C B.
from Moncton to Halifax. The govern-
ment, likewise, careless of St. John, but|
deeply interested in Halifax, refused 1o
make a branch line from ‘Chipman to St.

Mr. Pugsley stated at the Opera House
that his government was assisting this
patriotic and national work, that is, lle'
is assisting the G. T. P. in providing |
waye and means at Fort William for 40,-|
000,000 bushel elevator capacity, meaningl
docks and dredging, elevators, etc. and |
also at Tiffin on the eastern shore of!
Georgian Bay, for many million bushels of {
grain elevator capacity. !

The G. T. P. have purchased 1,600
acrés -of land at Fort William, and are
spending there in all about $4,000,000. The
government is spending about the same
amount at Fort William. Over half a
million - dollars’ worth of dredging has
been done there during the last three
years, and the town, which is ice-bound
for six months, has now a population of
10,000 people. |

‘All of this immense trade should flow
to Montreal' in the summer. Where will
it go during the winter? The G. T. :
and the Grand Trunk railroads are prac-
tically the same company. Almost all their
stock is owned abroad. This company wiil
transact its business only on soundest |
business principals. When the contract
was signed three years ago, they refused
to agree that their {reight should go
through Canadian ports. They refused be-
cause Portland (Me.), their terminus, was
only 292 miles from Montreal, whereas
St. Joun, by the G. T. P. would be about
600. They refused because they had spent
millions at Portland (Me.), and nothing
at St. John.

Mr. Pugsley did not quote the letter
he received a year ago from =ir. Wain-
wright, of the Grand Trunk, stating that
if the Central Railroad had new rails, and
the _grades reduced from one per cent to
half’ per cent and the trestle work filled
in with earth, that then it might do for
a trunk road in connection with the G.
T. P. Virtually he said: “You would
have to build a new railroad.” There is
not a line in either his letter or Mr.

But at the same time
the government is taking out every year
about $15,000 of license money that pro-
perly bzlongs to the city. This amounts
to $300,000 in twenty years, a loss in all
of $250,000 to this city.

Mr. Sheriff and gentlemen, you are call-
ed upon at this time to elect, out of the
eight men who are before you, those who
will carry on in the wisest way the busi-
pess of this province. Two of those, Mr.
Lantalum and Mr. Purdy, have been for
ten years at Fredericton. They are
thoughtful. business men, and did not
thoroughly ‘believe in the increased guar-
antee to the Central Railway or to the
International, and yet both of them voted
for that guarantee.

tered. He was willing to meet Mr. Mosh-
er at Tynemouth Creek and discuss the|
bridge matter or any other matter. He!
would appeal to the electors on personal |
grounds. He did' not ask Liberals to sup-
port him if they didn’t consider him wor-
thy. He claimed Mr. Maxwell or no other
member of the opposition voted against
the expenditures in the house, and there-
fore they had no right to criticize the
government for extravagance.

Mr. Maxwell rose to protest against the
statement made by Mr. Lowell, and an
uproar followed.

BRITAIN WILL TAKE
A HAND N CONGD
REFORMS IF NEEDED

Parliament Supports Sir Edward

Grey's Stand About Troublesome
Question.

London, Feb. 26—The house of commons
tonight, after a short debate, adopted a
resolution asking the government “to do
all in its power to secure the transfer of
the control of the Congo Independent
State, and failing such transfer within
reasonabie time, assuring the government
of parliament’s hearty support of any meas-
ures that it might be mnecessary for the
British government to take, either alone
or in conjunction with the powers that
signed the Berlin Act, to ensure the ef-
fective carrying out of its provisions.”

Speeches on both sides of the house se-
verely indicted the existing admmnistration
of the Congo Independent State and urged
the government to take steps to leave the
Belgian government in no doubt regarding
the settled determination of the people to
assert Great Britain’s treaty rights.

Sir Edward Grey, secretary for foreign
affairs, in a speech sympathizing with the
terms of the resolution, repudiated, on be-
half of the government, any desire to es--
tablish political or territorial claims, or do
anything directed againet the Belgian peo-
ple. No transfer, he said, would be satis-
factory unless it gave the Belgian - parlia-
ment a free hand and full control. It
would be impossible for Great Britain to
take the initiative while the discussion on
the Congo question was proceeding  be-
tween King Leopold and his people.
“But,” he added, “this government will
always welcome the co-operation of the
other powers and, if at the close of the
Belgian parliament session, we have to deal
with the existing government of the Congo
unchanged we must be free to deal with
the questions arising out of our own treaty
rights in our own way.”

Earl Percy, on behalf of the opposition,
expressed approval of Sir Edward’s state-
ment and the resolution was adopted with-
out division.

WATERSIDE; ALBERT CO,,
SOLID FOR OPPOSITION

Waterside, Albert county, Feb. 25—
A very interesting political meeting was
held in the Orange Hall in this locality
last evening in the interest of the opposi-
tion. C. W. Anderson was elected chair-
man and opened the meeting at 8 o’clock.
The speakers were George D. Prescott,
one of our candidates, Dr. Murray, of
Albert; Wm.

He handled the . finaneial business and
railway policy in a masterly manner and
gave good reasons that showed plainly
that the audience fully believed that the
present government was unworthy of be-
ing returned to power. The meeting was
very harmonious indeed and was closed
by unanimous vote of thanks  to the
speakers, and the singing of God Save
the King. This locality comprises about
sixty votes and seven-eighths of them ate
solid for the opposition.
