Out of Hazelwood's arrest will probably
.develop, according :to the gtatement of
Rev. W. R. Robinson, tor of ‘Ludlow
street .Baptist churéh, West End, a for-
‘mal complaint against Dr. J. V. Anglin, su-
perintendent of the Hospital for the Pre-
vention of Nervous Diseases. Rev. Mr.
Robinson told The Telegraph last night
that young Hazelwood “had n  pro-
nounced of unsound mind by Dr. G. A.
Hetherington, that the necessary papers
had been secured for his admission $o the
hospital, but that Dr. Anglin had refused
to admit the boy, as he claimed that he
was not violently insane. Mr. Robinson
said the boy had been paroled to him by
Judge Wells, of Moncton, after he had
been convicted of a theft committed in
that town. This being the case Mr. Rob-
inson said he felt a responsibility for
young Hazelwood’s conduct. The boy had
been employed since leaving Moncton and
was apparently conducting himself prop-
erly. ‘‘Some weeks ago,” Rev. Mr. Rob-
inson said, “I was advised that the boy’s
behavior was not as good as it had been
and that he was acting strangely. Accord-
ingly I consulted Dr. G. A. Hetherington,
had the boy examined, and his condition
for some weeks noted. As a result of these
observations Dr. Hetherington pronounced
the boy of unsound mniind, saying that while
he might be all right-for some time, yet
at any time he was liable to become ir-
responsible. * Acting upon this physician’s
advice I secured papers for the boy’s ad-
mission to the asylum. The papers were
taken to Dr. Anglin, who refused to_take
the boy in until he had made a personal
examination, saying he was not violently
insane. I had no word from Dr. Anglin
until yesterday, when I telephoned to the
asylum and asked what was being done
about the case. Dr. Anglin’s reply was
that he could not take the boy in as his
condition did not warrant it, and the
boy’s mother had said that he was alll
right. I then said the boy had been!
paroled to me, but in the face of Dr.
Anglin’s refusal to admit him to the asy-
lum I would not be-responsible for his
future actions. I also requested Dr. Anglin
to return the papers which he had secured
for the boy’s admission to the hospital.
Subsequently I telephoned Hon. Robert
Maxwell and laid the facts of the case
before him. Later in the afternoon Hazel-
wood was arrested by Deputy Chief Jen-
kins and Detective Killen for breaking and |
entering Parson’s store.

“The provincial hospital was the proper
place for this boy, and a physician whao
has made a specialty of nervous diseases
and whose qualifications can best be!
judged from the fact that he was for many
years superintendent of the institution
over which Dr. Anglin now presides,stated
thgt the boy was insane, yet in face of
this Dr. Anglin refused to adimt him.

“I will certainly make a comPlaint and
lay formal charges before the 'provincial
hospital commissioners. = Possibly Dr.
Anglin may not be at fault, but if not it
is the system. Had the boy been in pos-
session of his mental  faculties, nad he
been morally degenerate, instead of men-
tally degenerate, I would have accepted
tl}e responsibility of the parole and sent
him out of the country where he would
have a chance to begin life anew, but with
Dr. Hetherington’s pronouncement on his
mental condition and with the knowledge
of his family history, I concluded he was
fit for the asylum. ‘At the present time
one of his relatives is an inmate of the
provincial asylum, while another commit-
ted suicide in the city of New York while
insane.

Ottawa, April 7—Robert Luce, and Ed-

F. B. Carvell Declares
Most of Maritime Races
Were Fixed

One Clause Strickemn Out on
Close Vote— Sir Willrid
Laurier Asks Promoters

- and Opponents te Arrange
Compromise if They Want
to Pass it This Session.

{Special to The Telegraph.)

Ottawa. ; April 7—After another all-day
‘debate in the commons the Miller bill pro-
hibiting the business of book-meking and
pool: selling and generally restricting
gambling as a business on race tracks or
in connection with any sporting event in
Canada, was practically killed on a very
close vote tonight.

The opponents of the bill, who had in-
troduced a substantive bill, sponsored by
Mr. McCall, of West Northumberland,
based on the English law which limits the
duration of any race meet to eight days,
provides that not more than two meets
shall be held on any one track in . the
course of a year, and which further stren-
gthens the present law in regard to re-
stricting betting on race tracks, carried
a bare majority of the house with them.

Mr. McCall’s motion to strike out the
first clause of the Miller bill,. with a view
to suybstituting his' own amendment, was
defeated in the committee stage by a vote
of 78 to 77. Mr, Miller and the supporters
“of. his bill declined to compromise on the
McCall bill, and a motion  to strike out
the second clause of the bill was then car-
ried by 85 to 73. Mr. Miller then moved
that the committee rise, and this was car-
ried without dissent.

Sir Wilfrid . Laurier stated’ that if a
compromise between the two parties could
be agreed upon, the government would
give opportunity for further consideration
of the bill. But as there seems to be no
prospect of this, the result of tonight’s
votes practically means that conditions
with regard to horse racing and book-
making in Canada will remain unchanged
for this year at leaat.

Both Mr. Miller and Mr. McCall state
that they will bring their respective bills'
before parliament again this session.

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth.

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth described the bill
as a Yankee bill, as it was based on Am-
erican legislation, while the amendment
was modelled on the English law, which
had been drafted by some of the greatest
legal minds in England.

He regarded the bill as an extraordinary
way of getting at a desired object. It
sought to make a crime of something
which the sense of the average man did
pnot consider a crime. Parliament was
piling up crimes and making people liable
to criminal prosecution for doing things
in which many thought there was no
harm. He did not know where it was
going to end. Within a short time thcy
had passed laws making it a crime to fisi
on Sundays and for boys to smoke a cigar-
ette, and now it was proposed to pass a
law which would make it a crime for a
man to make a bet, it might be with a
young friend of either sex. Possibly be:
fore the end of this parliament they would
have propositions to make it a crime to
play cards or indulge in any of the other
amusements which some people regarded
as a sin.

Would Regulate Betting.

He deprecated that manner of legisla-
tion. The right way, as it seemed to him,
to secure the regulation of race meetmgs
was to impose conditions upon which a
license might be issned. It would be as
easy to regulate the conduct of race mcel-
ings. as to regulate the liquor traffic—ger-
haps more so—by saying what kind of bet-
ting should be allowed, how many days
race meetings should run, and what length
of time should elapse between two meet-
ings.

He ventured to think the object of the
present legislation would be much bettcr
accomplished by resorting to the provin-
cial legislatures, and he was sorry that
course had not been taken. Notwith-
standing the presence in the proposed
amendment of the clause limiting, the du-
ration of race meetings, he intended to
support the amendment. .

The difference in principle between the
schemes was that the English bill struck
at the person while the Yankee bill pro-
ceeded upon the opposite idea of striking
at the place. The bill, as drafted, would
expose ta danger of a prosecution any per-

ing who made a bet with his neighbor of
either sex, and he wondered whether the
draughtsmen of the bill had considered
that the words “any bet upoi any contest
or trial of speed” might apply to a game
of bridge, upon which he believed it was
not unusual for players to have a stake.

The definition of a place in the present
law was completely metamorphosed by the
bill, and he apprehended that any person
who prosecuted a visitor at the races for
making a bet of a pair of gloves with his
fair companion would have a perfectly
plausible case. For the reasons stated, he
would vote for the amendment.

F. B. Oarvell Says Races Are
Fixed.

Mr. Carvell desired to see the bill prop-
