@Grand Lodge of Freemasons.

The sixth annual session of the Grand
Lodge of N. B. met yesterday afternoon
at 3 o'clock, in Masonic Hall, end was
called to order by Grand Master J. V,
Ellis, Representatives from St. Stephen,
St. Andrews, Fredericton, and other
places in the Province were present.

After opening the Lodge in due form,
the Grand Master read his annual ad-
dress. It was an able paper, and entered
fully into the facts connected ,with the
order, and urged the necessity that cxist-
ed in St. John for the preposed Masonic
Hall building, recommengding  the Grand
Lodge to take $10,000 stock in the' com-
pany. Grand Secretary W. F. Bunting
also presented his report on the state of
the order. The whole number of agtive
members is 2,808, being an increase of
278 over last year. The Grand Treasut-
| er’s reportshowed total receipts $1,308.49
—balance from last year $600.36; ex-
penditure $1,486.71, which leaves a bal-
ance of $503.14 in his hands.

Another session was held at 6 o’clock,
when the officers for the ensuing year
were elected.

Baptist Missionary Meating—Names of the

. Missionaries, &s.

The meeting this evening in Brussels
Strect Church will no doubt be a most
interesting occasion, et only to the

meiubers of the denomination, but to all
who take an interest In the spread of the
Gospel in heathen lands. It is called for
the purpose of bidding farewell to seven
misslonaries, who go out to Siam under
the auspices of the Baptist Convention of
the Lower Provinces. - This body of late
years has been most active in supplying
missionarics for the East. It was for-
merly connected in the work with the
American Foreign Mission Board, but a
few year's 4go 1t established an Independ-
ent mission of its own. The Rev. A. R.
Crawley, a Nova Scotian, but who went
out uitler the American Mission Board,
was the first person who they undertook
to support. Until failing health required
him to return he worked in their service,
and saw, long before leaving,the frults of
his labors. He taught many heathens the
story of the cross, and selected from
amongst his converts a number of young
men, who became teachers, and were sup-
ported by the Baptists of the Lower Pro-
vinces. The native teachers have been a
great aid to the missionarles, and the
frults of their labors are seen in the num-
ber of Karens, who have forsaken their
idols. Since their first efforts to support
missions a number of others have been
gsent out, and this year seven new ones
ledvé otr shores for their fleld of labor.
It is these seven the public are invited to
meet at the meeting to-night, and bid
farewell to. The Rev. A. R. Crawley
will also be present at the meeting this
evening, as will .the Rev. J. F. Norris,
another returned missionary, and some
other leading ministers of the Baptist
denomination. The names ot the seven
missionaries who sail from this port
in the Dorionh on Monday are as follows:
Revs. G. Churchill and wife; W. F. Arm-
strong; R. Sandford ahd wie; Miss
Flora Eaton, and Miss Maria Armstrong.
The first named; Mr. Churchill, is a native
of Yarmounth, N. 8., and was recently
married to. Miss Faulkner, of Truro, a
highly accomplished and well educated
young lady, who has long desired to -en-
ter the mission work.

Mr. Sandford belongs to Cornwallis
and was also recently married to Miss
Lamont of the same place. -They both
belong to well known families there ; but
actuated by a desire to enter the Foreign
Mission fleld, they have cheerfully bid
all their friends good-bye. Mr. Arm-
strong is a native of Sydney, Cape Bre-
ton, and is not yet married. Soon after
his arrival, however, he will marry Miss
Norris, who went out several years ago,
and came home for a short tine, but
again seeks the Mission fleld. Miss
Armstrong and Miss Eaton are from
Wolfville ond  Cornwallis, and are
graduates of the Grand Pre Seminary.
