After waiting until 
Maley’s ears were nearly frozen, the boys 
got wind of the little game and decamped 
for home, much to Schott's disgust, and 
as he stepped into the vehicle he was 
heard to remark, “ By George, the kids 
nowadays are smarter than the men used 
to be."—Cincinnati Enquirer.
