DUM TO BE COMMENCED

WITHIN NEXT TWO 
WEEKS.

TORONTO, June 02.—Enumers- 
tion for the coming referendum on 
prohibition is to be commenced with- 
in the next two weeks in the larger 
cities of the province. Hon. I.B. 
Lucas has a lled a conference for 
to-morrow of city members of the 
Legislature in order to discuss arrange- 
ments for making an immediate start 
and it ia hoped that it will be pose- 
ible to have the chief enumerators 
for each of the Toronto rid ngs a 
pointed early next week.

The early start upon the big task 
of recording names of those entitled 

. to have a voice in determining the 
future temperance law of the province j 
is due to a desire to get the lists pro-I 
pared before hot midsummer weather 
drives thousands of city people to the 
country. To postpone enumeration 
until late in the summer would make 
it impossible to hold the reftrendum 
until November.
Ready By October.
Under the plan to be put into 

effect the Government will be ready 
| to .hold the referendumin October 

While the enumerators will prob-bly 
get to work in Toronto first, it is 
expected that early lists will also 
be Capered in Hamilton, Ottawa 
and London.

: Enumerators will be instructed to 
carry out the provisions of the Elec- 
tion Act, which declares that the 
name of a soldier, even if he has not 
yet returned from overseas, shall bo 
placed upon the lists. Where, by 
any mischance a soldier's name is 
left off, provision will proiebly bc 
mode to have the Commission remedied 
later.

Two Drownings
Off Amherstburg

REMAINS BELIEVED TO BE OF 
STEAMER FIREMAN 

FOUND
AMHERSTBURG. June 12. John 

Bruno, the 10-year-old son of an 
Italian shoemaker, Marieno Bruno, 
was drowned in the Detroit river 
about 6.30 o'clock to-night near the 
Detroit ferry dock.

The Ind. in company with his 7- 
year-old brother, who later raised the 
alarm, had been for n stroll along the 
river side and was stooping to get a 
drink, when he slipped from the rock 
on which he stood into 16 feet of water.

Efforts at rescues were immediately 
made, but it was not till nearly 8 
o'clock that the body was recovered 
from the river bed by a diver. The 
lid had a death grip on a waiter soak­
ed mattress, apparently having grap­
pled it in his last, struggle for life.

The coroner was called and decided 
after investigation of the circumstances 
that an inquest was unnecessary.

This afternoon a floating body, be­
lieved to bc that of a freman, who 
was lost from the Canadian steamer 
Glenshee Inst Friday • was recover 
from the Detroit River by Herman 
Kolfage. The man reported lost is 
said to hove fallen from the deck of 
the steamer about two miles above 
Amherstburg as the boat was north- 
bound, loaded with coal. The body 
has been placed in the morgue r.nd 
steps taken for identification. The 
officials of the stenmer have been 
communicated with.
