
spect to the United States of America, for and
upon any vessel, boat, batteau, waggon, cart,
sleigh, or other carriage, departing therefron
towards the United States of America, by law
sibjeet to be reported at the Custom-houses at
such pofts of entry, to ask, denmand, and receive
of and from the master, owuier, or driver ofsuch
vessel, boat, batteau, waggon, cart, sleigh, or
other carriage, respectively, the several and re-
spective fees hereinafter mentioned and speci-
fied, that is to say:

For every report of'the depiarture of any vessel,
boat, or batteau, under five tons burthen, to-
*ards the United States,

For every report of any 1vessel, boat or bat-
teau, of five tons or upwards, and not ex-
ceeding fifty tons burthen,

For the like, of any vessel exceeding fifty tons
burtheri,

For the like, of any waggon, cart, sleigh, or
other carriage,

For every entry of goods exported by water
communication,

And if a:y Officer of the Customs of the said
port of St. John, or any other port as aforesaid,
which now is, or that may hereafter be estab-
lished, with respect to the United States of
America, shall demand or receive any greater
or other fee, compensation or reward, for any
such report, respectively, 'he or they shall for.
feit respectively, and .pay the.sun of fifty
pounds for eacb offence, recoverable in any of
His Majesty's Courts of King's Benchl ii this
Province, by and to the use of the party ag-
grieved.
