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the struggle, and ta.t Canada mtered the war by the deliberate
decision of the Canadi®n Parli nent, was evidence of our fmme-
diate realization that the peate of the world was one and indivisi
ble. If the peace erd security of Europe were threatened, so Aalso

were the peace and security of Canada. No one could say where the
aggressor might strike. :

The war effort of Canada was an all-out effort. It was
planned, and carried out to the himit of our ability, for two
mAain reasons. We wented to heip tc bring the war to a victorious
cloge at the earliest possible day. We also wanted Canada's cong
tribution to be an oracr whieh would entitle us to share effec-

tively in the making of the puace,

Mey I say a word in reference to the nations of
Europe aghinst which Canada, ia common with her allies, decla-
red the existence oi & state of war. and with whose future the

present Confercnce is inmedintcly concerned.

ltaly end Finland, Hungary and Roumania have, like
other nations of Furope, each made thelr contribution to the
up-bullding of the Canadien pecple. Many thoussands of our citi-
zens, whose parents carc toe Conada as hunble immigrants not so
very long ago, returned to fight in Purope as Canadian soldiers
volunteers in lhe war Lo preserva dennocraty from Fascist agresed
sion. We welcome the oprortunity, which ths mnking of peace af#
fords, for the enmergence, in the lends of their forefathers, of
new governnments And inctitutlions dedicnbed to the realization
of those ideals of Kight and Jusiice for which we believe the
war was fought, Gf the countries in the world teking part in
this Conferencey” {
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Uanaaa heg, from thase close agebeintions of blood
and history s perticular in.erest in noping that, out of the
peace treaties, will come seltlements which will be definitive,
because they will be recognized r3 £rixr and just.

The process of peace-naking is seldom an easy
process. Let us fraukly adimit that the course which has been
followed has not, in ali respects, been thet which some of us
had hoped for. That perbaps nay be said of all the. countries
represented here. :

We: in Canada Telt that the measure of our participn
tion in the war against aggression would have warranted A simi-
ler measure of participntion in the decisions of peace. In the
event, these hopes are not being realized. We have, however, the
limited opp.. umity afforded Ly our palticionation in this
Conference not only to assist in suaping the Lirat of the peace
treaties, but also to make k- .. ..r wicas on cerisin instalments
of the general ..: 3 i erment,
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
