
Canada-Sweden Atomic Energy Agreement

0 N SEPTEMBER 11, in Stockholm, the Ambassador of Canada, Mr. A. Kingsley

Graham, and Mr. bsten Unden, the Minister for Foreign Affairs of Sweden,

signed an agreement for co-operation between Canada and Sweden in the peace-
ful uses of atomic energy. It was the last international agreement signed by Mr.

Unden before he resigned from the post of Foreign Minister.
The agreement, which is the seventh so far signed by Canada, is similar to

the earlier ones and deals, among other things, with the exchange of technical

information, the supply of materials and fuel, the transfer of patent rights, and

access to and use of equipment and research plants.
In Sweden as well as Canada, the main interest in the development of power

reactors has been directed to the so-called heavy-water type.
