We think no
farmer ought to s6w more than one
bag of it,- and not one in a-hundred
“ought to do that. \
The next variety is the Mediterran-
ean, which ig/a hardy, coarse variety,
and has been much more profitably |,
raised for a few yecars past than tho
Soule’s—the midge not having affected
it to such extent, but the yield has not
been large to the acre. It is this year
much improved from what it used to
be in regard to color. In damp land
it may now surpass other varietiecs,
