avowed policy when hi» «word failed 
to conquer Ireland wae to «et chief­
tain against chieftain and to per 
petuate animosity. ' Father Burke In 
his “Iteply to Fronde" declared that 
the cause ot all the disorder at this 
period “was the strange and incon­
gruous legislation ot England for 400 
years previous" ; and secondly, “the 
presence of the Anglo-Norman lords 
in Ireland" anxious to perpetuate 
strife, lest they be bound to pay their 
duties to a feudal king.

From that time on, religious dif­
ferences, English contempt and 
stupidity—noted in 1825 by Sydney 
Smith—armies of occupation, devas­
tation, the Ulster Plantations, the 
wasting ot Monster, ‘‘to bell or Con­
naught," taxation, penal laws, coer 
cion bills, famine, failure ot Britain 
to legislate beneficently, except when 
compelled to do so, gag rule and mar­
tial law, prisons, deportation, bribery 
and treachery ; suppression of Ire­
land's religion, language, education, 
games, etc., absenteeism, evictions, 
slavery and shifting politics and 
broken faith, greed for land and 
gold : these are facta of Irish history, 
causes adequate to provoke a hun­
dred revolts, causes not intrinsic 
surely to any natural Irish love cf 
disorder. The marvel of it all is that 
there have been so few Whiteboye 
and ltapparees, so few Fenian, Young 
Ireland and Sinn Fein societies. 
Indeed after 600 years of English 
compulsion and law it was a sad 
commentary on British Government 
if the Irish were still in the 
eighteenth century—to say nothing 
of the twentieth—unreduced and un­
disciplined. It the Irish are incom­
petent to rule themselves the Eng­
lish have had ample time to prove 
their ability to rule Ireland decently.

There are even deeper causes be­
hind all this. Hsmemberlng Petrie's 
wonderful efforts begun in 1833, in 
producing vast and reliable material 
for Irish research and history, and 
recalling the Government's inter­
ference with the work, Alice Stopford 
Green's remark is very significant : 
“English rulers dreaded the knowl­
edge of the Irish more than they 
dreaded their ignorance." Andasecond 
ulterior source is contained in 
Maurice Joy’s words : "I think it is 
because law and order have never 
been in Ireland, as they have been 
elsewhere, the handmaidens ot a 
fuller and more secure life. They 
have been the instruments of repres­
sion and punishment.” The most 
fundamental cause is betrayed by 
the words addressed 1 y Richard Cox 
to their Majesties William and Mary 
in 1689. Speaking of the difficult 
and costly retention of Ireland, he 
declared :

“But no cost can be too great where 
the Prize is of such value ; and who­
ever considers the situation, Ports, 
Plenty and other Advantages of Ire­
land will confess that it must be re­
tained at what rate soever, because 
it it should come into an Enemy’s 
Hands England would find it impossi­
ble to flourish ; and perhaps difficult 
to subsist without it.”

That warning England's sapient 
rulers have not forgotten.

Such considerations shed a softer 
light on the Irishman's conduct. So 
too do other aspects of his nature, 
other circumstances ot bis life. Thus 
it was that when Fronde defined an 
Irishman as “a chronic rebel," 
Horace Greeley remarked : “A rebel 
is a man with sense enough to know 
when ho is oppressed." Judge fur­
ther of the Irish by this : Ireland has 
been invaded and in turn invaded 
other lands. But her invasion was 
one ot teachers, statesmen, scholars 
and missionaries, an invasion of 
peace, not of disorder, a character­
istically Irish invasion. “We have 
never oppressed the weak," sang 
O'Reilly. On the contrary, to quote 
Canon Sheehan :

“The sad Miserere that crept 
around the Irish coast when Irish 
exiles were departing, has long since 
burst forth into a glorious Tc Deum 
that is echoed from New York to 
Melbourne, from Westminster to the 
City of the Golden Gate : bnt why is 
it still bnt a spiritual Miserere at 
home ?"

Such is the power and the true 
spirit of an untrammeled Ireland, a 
spirit she will soon prove to the 
world even “at home." Far the long 
night of her anguish let us hope is 
ending and the dawn is at hand, for :
“Erin, O Erin, tho’ long in the shade, 
Thy star will shine out when the 

proudest shall fade."
And America's lofty rôle, as we 

trust in that deliverance, was fore­
cast by the Priest ot Doneraile—per­
haps unwittingly : “Be of good cheer; 
there is an angel watching over Ire­
land" ; and earlier, he wrote on an 
Easter morning.

“The noisy larks are filling the 
heavens with Alleluia 1 and, oh, dear 
me, all Ireland would ring with 
Alleluia 1 from sea to sea, and from 
cliff to cliff ; but alas 1 it is as yet 
only a feeble prelude, for her resur­
rection day has not dawned ; and no 
one has yet arisen to answer the 
mournful question ; ’Who will roll 
back for us the stone at the mouth 
ot the sepulcher ? For it is very 
great’ 1"

be provided in the school,- and the 
duty of making such provision falls 
upon society and the State. Voca­
tional training in the schools is 
necessary both for the common wel­
fare and for the special welfare of 
that large section of the community 
that must obtain its livelihood from 
industrial pursuits. But the train­
ing must be established on a demo­
cratic basis and given in a demo­
cratic spirit, so that the recipients 
shall neither be marked off as a 
separate and lower class in separate 
schools, nor deprived ot that amount 
ot general education which should 
be available for all the elements of 
the population.

Finally, 
our Catholic schools must be ad­
justed to the requirements ot voca­
tional education, so that no Catholic 
will be industrially handicapped 
merely because he attends a Catho­
lic school.

Newman. If Bishop Kinsman be as 
logical as John Henry Newman, 
and we pray to God that he 
will be, he will follow farther in 
the steps of the great English Cardi­
nal.—Catholic Sun.

Tarozzi, ex- 
secretary for Latin letters to Leo 
XIII., removes3 one of those skilled 
Latinists who made the pontificate 
of Pope Leo celebrated for the ele­
gance of language in which hie bulla 
were given to the world.

The Image of tho Crucified Saviour 
has been solemnly placed in the 
court ot the grand jury in Curityba 
(Brazil). This city has thus followed 
the noble example of San Paulo, 
which on a memorable occasion, in 
midst of a concourse ot 30,000 per­
sons, enthroned the Crucifix to pre­
side in all courts of justice.

It was in 1876 that Cardinal 
Gibbons wrote his wonderful book, 
“The Faith of Our Fathers." Like 
the famous “Imitation" of the saintly 
Thomas a Ivempie, it has been said 
that it has been either directly or 
indirectly the instrument of as many 
conversions as it contains letters.

London, July 80.—King George re­
ceived Marshal Foch today at Buck­
ingham Palace and conferred upon 
him the rank of field marshal of the 
British army. Marshal Foch later 
was escorted to the Guildhall, where 
lie was given the freedom of the city 
and presented with a sword of honor. 
The lord mayor of London enter­
tained the Allied commander-in-chief 
at lundheon in the Mansion House.

Two new chairs have been founded 
at the Gregorian University, Borne. 
One of these ia for ascetic ttieology, 
with a view to giving both the 
regular and secular clergy a course 
in this branch of learning so useful 
to those having the care of souls. 
The other is intended to give a higher 
course of religious instruction to cul­
tured laymen.

Mother Kevin’s name is a familiar 
one to Americans interested in Afri­
can missions work. They will there­
fore be pleased to learn that the 
Order of the British Empire has been 
bestowed upon her. Mother Kevin is 
a Franciscan nun and Superioress of 
St. Mary’s convent at Nsambya, 13. E. 
A., where the splendid work done by 
her in organizing a Catholic hospital 
has made her famous.

Dominican friars who went to 
Oxford University in the twelfth 
century and were expelled at the 
time of the Reformation have been 
invited to return, according to the 
Rev. Hugh Pope, superior of t o 
English Dominicans. Father Pope 
made the statement in the course of 
a lecture here before the Catholic 
Converts’ League, and said the 
Dominicans hope to build a house at 
Oxford.

In the singular and terrible 
molasses-tank explosion in Boston, 
seven priests instantly hastened to 
the side of the dying and admin­
istered the last Sacraments to them 
in the sticky mass and pinned under 
the ruins. In instances the priests 
had to wade knee deep in hot mol- 
aeeec’. The press praised the priests 
who so promptly answered the call. 
They remained on the ground for 
several hours administering tho 
Sacraments.

Dr. Rupert Blue, Surgeon Genera1, 
U. S. A., in a letter to Cardinal Gib 
bons, pays high tribute to the heroic 
work of the nuns of the various re­
ligious orders in Washington during 
the influenza epidemic. They saved, 
said he, hundreds of lives, and says 
he, “their habit of quick and unques­
tioning obedience to orders, and their 
willingness to render every assist­
ance made their service of excep­
tional value."

The Bishops of Holland have 
issued a personal letter denouncing 
socialistic doctrines regarding prop­
erty ownership, marriage, family 
authority and society, which dis­
regard the eternal and immutable 
laws of God. “Socialism," says the 
pastoral, “is in conflict with the 
Catholic religion. It is therefore 
forbidden to Catholics to be members 
of, or to support, anarchist or social­
istic associations, and the sacra­
ments must be refused to any Cath­
olic bo long as he remains an ad­
herent of anarchism or socialism.

Rome, July 31.—The French and 
English parliaments have both dis­
cussed the question of diplomatic re­
lations with Rome. Very strong 
feelings were expressed in Catholic, 
Socialist and other quarters of the 
French Chamber, favoring the re­
newal of such relations, but Piehon, 
the foreign minister, noting the 
out-of-date sentiments of the small 
but powerful anti clerical element of 
the Chamber, obstinately refused. 
Onthe other hand, the British govern­
ment expressed its intention of con­
tinuing its existing mission here.

TITLES ARE SOLD IN 
ENGLAND

CONSERVATIVE M. P. OFFERS 
TO PROVE CHARGES

London, July 1, (Correspondence 
of The associated Press.)—The tender 
spot in British political life today is 
the dispensing ot titles. These are 
awarded, of course, by the King, but 
ou the nomination of the Prime 
Minister, and the criticism of reform­
ers is that titles have been given for 
a long time and various Prime Min 
iaters for purely party services, and 
practically bought by contributions 
to party funds.

The House of^Lords has a peculiar 
interest in this matter because the 
old noble families are jealous of hav­
ing their caste lowered by the addi 
tion of the newly rich and the purely 
rich to the orders of nobility.

The question was thrashed out 
last year, and there was a general 
understanding that hereafter when 
honors were announced the reason 
for their bestowal should be pub 
lished. This has been done in form, 
it is alleged, but not in substance, 
because several much criticised 
honors in the last list were described 
as “ for public services ” which 
might mean almost anything.

The new National Party, which

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VATICAN CHOIR WILL 

TOUR AMERICA

After many attempts during the 
last fifty years on the part of Amer­
ica to bring to this country the re- 
marbable choir from the Vatican at 
Rome and the Roman Basilicas,
Pope Benedict XV. has finally given 
hie consent to allow seventy of the 
best of these singers to leave Italy 
and tour this country and Canada.
This announcement was made yester­
day by Theodore Mitchell at hie 
offices in the Longacre Building,
Broadway and Forty second Street, 
through whose insistent requests 
the visit will be made. He said yes­
terday that a tour of the large cities 
in this country would be begun 
immediatèly after Labor Day, when 
a concert would be given probably 
at the Metropolitan Opera House, 
and that the men would not return 
to Rome for three to four months 
thereafter

“This is the successful termination 
of a long effort to secure this body 
of singers from the Pontifical School 
of Higher Sacred Music in Rome for 
an American visit," Mr. Mitchell 
said. “ The final arrangements were 
completed by James Slevin of this 
city, who has been abroad for the 
last six months. The American 
tour will be under the direction of 
Mr. Slevin, with the following associ­
ates ; J. B. Muller, H. H. Bizallion,
Carl Reid, Howard Schnebbe, and 
Charles W. Jones, all of New York."

“The tour will be formally opened 
with a concert in this city immedia­
tely after Labor Day, and will be 
continued for a limited number of 
concerts, which are now being 
booked in the leading cities of the 
country.

“It is the first time in more than 
1 600 years of the existence of the 
choirs of the Roman Baslicas and the 
Vatican that permission wae granted 
for the choir to be heard in public 
outside of their home environment.
In granting us our request, the Pope 
let it be understood tuat he wanted 
the men to tour the country as a 
musical organization to show the 
music loving public of America how 
remarkable their voices really arc.
There will be seventy voices in all ! doBS not resign because he has 
comprising notable singers selected 
from the best-known members of 
the choirs of the Sietine Chapel, St.
Peter's Basilica, St. John Lateran, 
which is the Papal Church, and the Pon­
tifical School of Higher Sacred Music.

“ The concerts will be under the 
personal direction of the Rt. Rev.
Mgr. Maestro Reii'aelo Castimiro 
Caeimiri, Canon of St. John Lateran,
Director of the Pontifical Lateran 
Chapel and Head Master and Direct­
or of Composition in the Sobola Can 
torum. The students of this school 
whose voices are so perfect that they 
are declared graduated are permitted 
then to join the choir of the Bas­
ilicas.

“The members of the choirs have 
trained from boyhood to sing certain 
tones, and since all are so remark­
able those who have heard them 
assert that they sound just like a 
symphony orchestra. Since their 
tones are so clear no instrument of 
any kind is used to accompany them.
The greatest of composeors, Mozart,
Mendelleolm, Beethoven and Wagner 
have all gone in ecstacies after hear­
ing them sing.

“ Private advices received yester­
day conveyed the additional infor­
mation that on Jnly 10 in Rome a 
special concert was given at the 
School of Sacred Music before a dis­
tinguished gathering, including 
Pope Benedict XV., five Cardinals, 
the American Ambassador, numerous 
Bishops, Prelates, and the Papal 
Court, in which one of the concerts 
arranged by Mgr. Casimiri for Amer­
ican hearing was given in full.

“ The programme consisted of the

RECONCILIATION IN CHRISTHistorical and political alignment 
in telling the etery ul Ireland has 
been, and perhaps tor a time will 
increasingly be, the way ot certain 
English statesmen and scholars. 
England has found it expedient and 
necessary to educate Ireland and the 
rest ot the world that way. And this 
not only in past centuries, bnt even 
in our own days ot enlightenment 
and freedom.

There is no 
nation of people under the sun that 
doth love equal and indifferent jus­
tice better than the Irish, or will rest 
better satisfied with the execution 
thereof, slthongh it bo against them­
selves, so that they have the protec­
tion and bsnsfits of the law, when 
upon just cause they do desire it.”

BY WHOSE AUTHORITY?

The Protestant Episcopal Bishop 
of Delaware, the Right Reverend F. T. 
Kinsman, has withdrawn from the 
ministry in his ohuroh. He makes 
it clear in his letter ot resignation 
to Bishop Tuttle, the presiding 
Bishop of the Protestant Epicopal 
Church in the United States, that he

With every good wish for the 
future and with the hope that the 
time has passed for ever, for the 
occasion to have von and your assist­
ants to devote themselves to war 
work, but that hereafter it will be 
for the benign benefit of a worthy

ceased to hold the beliefs of ortho­
doxy hut because the Episcopalian 
Church has become too lax in the 
doctrine and discipline.

In his letter Bishop Kinsman says: 
“ Is tho creed worth defending? Are 
the Sacraments divine mysteries ? 
Is Holy Orders a Sacrament ? I 
believe that the only answer the 
church should make to all these 
questions is a prompt and emphatic 
yes, yet I have come to foel that onr 
communion, by ite non committal 
attitude virtually answers no. The 
general causes of difficulty for me 
have been tolerance of denials ot 
the faith seeming to indicate failure 
to defend the church’e doctrine ; 
tolerance of imperfect views of the 
Sacraments, seeming to result in 
failure rightly to use them : a theory 
of orders, which seeems to nullity 
them."

While we commend Bishop Kins­
man's courage and are quite ready to 
acknowledge hie sincerity, it he be 
logical he must admit that the Epis­
copalian Church is a more orthodox 
Protestant than he. The Bishop 
asks his church to clearly and auth­
oritatively define her teaching on 
the Sacraments. He finds fault with 
the tolerance ot denials of the faith, 
of imperfect views of the Sacraments 
and a theory of Orders which seems 
to nullify them. He says that “ the 
Episcopal Church is non committal, 
with the consequence that its official 
teachers are habitually vague in 
their utterances and that the beliefs 
of many ot its members are approx­
imately nr actually Zwingllan." Tbe 
Bishop surely realizes that the whole 
fabric ot Protestantism is built on 
private interpretation of the Holy 
Scriptures. If each individual 
member ot the Episcopalian Church 
has a right to read his Scripture and 
get hie religion from it then his 
church must tolerate a denial of any 
faith that does not appeal to him. 
The individual Episcopalian has a

VOCATIONAL EDUCATION IN A 
DEMOCRATIC SOCIETY“Scattered all over Europe [in the 

eighteenth century] were to be found 
brave Irish generals, dexterous Irish 
diplomats, Irish counts, Irish barons, 
Irish Knights of St. Louis and St. 
Leopold, of the White Eagle and the 
Golden Fleece, who it they had re­
mained in the house of bondage [Ire­
land] could not have been ensigns of 
marching regiments or freemen of 
petty corporations.”

To judge the Irish as unruly is to 
make a half truth appear the whole 
—and then it is error. It is to forget 
the many intrinsic reasons that had 
more to do with Irish disorder than 
any inherent quality of the race. In 
early Ireland frequent invasions, in 
later Ireland British intrigue, were 
the occasions of disorder—unsought 
by the Gaels themselves. “In these 
contests among the Irish," writes 
D’Alton, “the English were always 
ready to take sides, their object being 
to weaken and ultimately to destroy 
both combatants." And again : “The 
Irish regarded the newcomers as 
plunderers of their property ; the 
English looked upon the Irish as of 
an inferior race," and plundered and 
profaned their churches. King John 
had to come over in the thirteenth 
century and quell the quarrels of the 
English colonists whose “conduct 
was as bed as that ol the Irish at 
their worst." Moreover in 1520 the 
Earl of Surrey was sent to Ireland. 
He was one of her bitterest enemies. 
Yet of two chieftains—McCarthys 
both—he wrote to Henry VIII. ; 
"They are two wise men, and more 
comformable to order than most

The social question, we are fre­
quently told, is mainly a question of 
(Retribution. We are assured that 
sufficient goods are produced to pro­
vide all persons with such satisfac­
tory conditions ot living that indus 
trial unrest would disappear if only 
the product were more equitably 
distributed. This ie a great exagger­
ation. According to the estimates ot 
Professor King, in bis “ The Wealth 
and Income of the People of ths 
United States," an equal division of 
the national income in 1910 would 
have given each family only $1,494 
and each individual only $332. That 
would not have been afllnenoe. We 
need a better distribution, indeed, 
but we also need a larger production. 
If the responsible agencies ot society 
fail to ensure this larger product, 
and neglect to provide millions of 
persons with that bind of training 
which will enable them to earn a 
decent living, these social agencies 
will tail in one of their primary func­
tions. There is not a single argu­
ment on behall ot general element­
ary education which does not apply 
with substantially equal force in 
favor et vocational education.

Tbe greet majority of children re­
quire specific training for their vooa 
tions or occupations, as well as gen­
eral education for the general pur­
poses of life. This special training 
cannot, particularly for industrial 
callings, be sufficiently provided out-
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
