The boy’s name was Charlie
and he was a great favorite in
the home.

BECAME UNEASY.

As the hours passed by and
the boy did not return to his
home the parents became un-
easy and a search was made
in the neighborhood for the
boy but no trace of the lad
could be found.

The boy’s parents made
another search for him. this
morning, but his whereabouts
could not be ascertained and
none of the neighbors had
seen or heard tell of him.

All Quiet; No Disturbance

Residents in the vicinity and along
the roads leading to it report having
heard nothing eut of thé usual - dur-
ing the night or early morning.

Tha clothing
is not torn. is mot cut, and is'not sat-
urated with blood. as would be ex-
pected. In fact it is also the epinion
of those who have viewed the re-
mains. that several knife wounds
were inflicted long after the boy was
dead. From ~c.\u.xl of these wounds
there is not a trace of blood. The in-
jury which caused death was un-
doubtedly _due to the slashing of the
throat, which lelt the boy's counten-
ance besmeared with blood. All the
other horrible gashes, gne of which
disembowelled thc Jad, Show unniis-
takable signs ‘of having been’ done
after the murder was committed.
What could. be the motive for sucha
deed? It is the opinion of many that
it was the result of a maniac or 2
fiend. Even the stab wounds, two in
number, one on the bridge of the
nose, and the other on the head, were
inflicted - after death had ensued.
