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FRACTICAL HEALTH HINT.S

Sore Throat.

Mild cases of sore throat can
be treated at howme oftentimes.
Sucking simall pieces of ice re-
lieves the heat and pain in the
throat., Wrapping the throat with
towels which have been wrung
out of cold water i3 another
grateful treatwent. Soaking the
feet in hot water to which a lit-
tle mustard bas been added is
also helpful. One should go to
bed at once after having the foot
bath. Before taking the foot
bath take a seidlitz powder or a
glass of citrate of mmagnesia. A
sore throat is often an outward
expression of a mild toxaemia
caused by the retention of fer-
menting focd in the digestive ca-
nal. The laxative medicine re-
lieves this condition and cures
the throat trouble.
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AUTOMATIC POLICEMEN.

Mechanical Devices to Control Traffic
on Crowded Streets.

An automatic traffic policeman,
which picks itself up every time it is
knocked down by a careless driver, is
one of the latest of the many inven-
tlons to control vehicular traffic on
crowded city streets. It Is a metal
cylinder about four feet high, which
is placed in the roadway at the middle
of the intersection of two streets, and
is intended to warn drivers against the
dangerous practice of cutting across
from one street to another instead of
making a safe turn at right angles.

The automatic policeman is aftached
to a spring hidden in a deep hole in
the pavement. If the wheel of a pas-
sing motor truck strikes the sign and
knocks it down the spring goes go
work and pulls the policeman up to a
standing position again, like the toy
ficure that cannot be made to lie down.
Thirty of these are in use in a Massa-
husetts city.

Another odd automatic policeman is
in service in San Francisco. High in
the air at the intersection of two
streets and suspended by wires from
corner buildings is an arrow bearing
the word *'Stop!”

This arrow can be turned to stop the
traffic on one street, and then turned
to stop it on the cross street. by the
manipulation of buttons from a com-
venient post at the street curb.

Each time the arrow moves, a bell
above it rings once or twice, in ac-
cordance with the usual whistle signals
for traflic, but in case of a fire, with the
prospect that fire apparatus will soon
be along, the arrow begins to whirl
round and the bell rings continuously,
to signify that all traffic on both streets
must be stopped.—Saturday Evening
ost.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

FIHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of available Dominioun land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do~
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be madq
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but met
Sub-Agency), on certain conditiona,
Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 aeres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinivy.

In certain alstricts a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter
gection alongside his homestead.
$3.00 per acre.

Dutles—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 00 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtalned #¢ scon ag
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his
stesd right may take a purch.
