OF CAPE DECLINES

African Products.

Number 70f-§f€ep Doubled
in Nine Years. -

In a second article on tﬁe progress

pared for the Christian Science Mon-
itor, Theodore G. W. Reinecke, ot

‘the school of agriculture, Potchef-
stroom, Transvaal, South frica,
'now at the University of Illinois,

College of Agriculture, Champaign,
says:

., “The midlands and eastern pro-
vinces of the Cape are the richest
districts of the Cape Provinces agri-
.‘culturarly. They are comparatively
iclosely settled. Ostrich  farming,
'along with the growing of wool ani
mohair, has brought wealth to the
farmers in these parts. A case where
the gross annual income of one  03-
trich farmer was $150,000 has bean
reported. The growing of ostrich
feathers has primarily been the cause
of the wonderful prosperity in this
part of the Union, but the feather
industry is now experiencing: =
slump. Thousands of acres of alfal-
fa lands are feeding the highest class
of merino sheep of which Africa can
boast. Farmers are turning their at-y
‘tention to the raising of cattle, mules
and hogs. ' We can hardly hope evar:

sell at the record price of $505 a
pound. But this may be a blessing
:in disguise. For now, since th=2
llarge irrigation projects have been
established, and the great extension
lof the acreage under alfalfa has
{been made possible by the money
'and the men which the ostrich fea-
ther brought into the business, 2
more permanent and sounder agri-
cultural practice will be built up in
these parts.

“British Bechuanaland, the Free
State, ‘Transvaal and Natal are ter-
ritories well grassed and are devo-
ted very much to the same itype of
tarming, viz., thé 'raising of cattle,
horses, sheep and . hogs, and the
growing of corn, .sorghum, alfalfa,
wheat and oats. The coast belt of
Natal and the so-called Lowveld . of
the Transvaal -(altitude less than
3,000 feet) are in addition suitable
for the ;growing of sugar-cane, and
all varieties, of tropical fruits.
