NEW YORK LETTER.

How they Live in New York City.—
Not all Sunshine.—Whiskey the
one Great Curse.

Dear Epnror.  The old story of
Whittington and his cat, - familiar to
the adult portion of your readers,
might in some respects apply to. New
York as the metrqpolis,cof America.
To foreigners, ‘who hear continually
of the wonderful prosperity of the
New World, and the immense for-
tunes made by lads who landed on her
fair  shores' penuiless, fatherless and
almost naked, there is a deceitfal
charm.. A passion much like the
Maunitoban or Californian fever seizes

and social surroundings, they embark
with higli prospeots and sail for New
York. This ardor has burned in the
hearts of thousands of Jews, Germans,
Spaniards, Italians, - Irish, Secotch,
Chinese, anid in showt, of nearly every
nation on the globe, 8o that within
the last 24 years New York has in-
creased in popnlation some 200,000,
below Fourteenth street, which is
about one-fourth of the area of the
city. But ales! the bright hopes of
many are dasbed to the ground, when
they find the strects paved with com-
mon stones instead of with dazzling
gold. Nor yet do all immigrants be-
come Jacob Astor's or Alexander T.
Stewarts ; on the contrary, the con-
stant influx of labourers ‘of every de-
scription has a tendepcy to surfeit
employment, and thouswds are ap-
p rently unable to procure work  for
the subsistence of themselves or their
‘families. What are the resulis? Fas
from home, without money; this
seething multitude take wp their
abodes wherever their limited wealth
will permit. Hence in th: thickly
wiated parts every piece of ground
&oplmm up. Not only fmiﬁg the
streets are these tenement houses, but
there will be another row behind
them, Thus, hiaden from the gener-
ul view, and reacked by narrow, dark
alleys, exists a strange population.
In parts, where the houses have been
built for somhe time, without any
modern . ifipr ts, your r
cannot-conceive of the wretchedness
of the lives of their inhabitants. The
large families ' ocenpy two or three
small, dingy rooms Where the rays of
‘sunshine never pierce. Every room
is erowded 1o its ntmo~f. There they
live, untidy, unkempt and almest un-
bkbown to church or state.
