The wmachine wae completed and set
ap in Mr. Kincaia's shop on Satnrday
evening l#st and has been in success-
ful operatiopn every eveping sines
The machine, a8 wade by them, ditf-rs
in nearly every esseuntial part from any
heretofore seen in this section. The
gas geverator is made in five separate
compartments, one direetly over the
other, and is so arranged thut the
carbide inone is completely exhausted
before the one next to it is affected
By this means, it is absolutely imposs-
ible for any gas to escape (&hich is
said to be the great difficulty with the
majority of the machines hevetofore
made). Only one generator is required
with this machine, aud a8 thers are
less parts and the whole machine is
gimpler and easier mad: than a.v
other, the cost wiil be far less por
machine. -

The wachine will beut once pla:ed
under the inspection of the Canadian
Fire Underwriters Association, and if
approved  (of which the makers
have no doubt, as it covers all the
requirements of any machine hereto
fore accejted), they will at onca
commence the monufactore and sale
of them.
