It is contrary te the code that gov-
erns field sports, and the player who
dees it is ostracized. The code . re-
quires that if your man cuts yomr
head open with his stick yom shall
lie Jow for a chance to body-check
him through a board femce—but sum-
mon him to court, never!” There
is a principle involved extending be-
yond the field of athleti¢ sport. Any
code that refuses to recognize the
law is anarchical. It .tends to,brimg
the law into disrepute, and to ess
tablish a false, and often “mis-
chievous standard of - manliness,
There is no more reason why  ofie
man should be allowed to aseault an-
other on a lacrosse field than there
is why one man should® be allowed to
slug another on the main street; nor
is there any reason why the man as-
saulted on the lacrosse field should
be allowed to take the law in his own
hands that does not apply to the man
on the street.

A STRANGE CASE.

Judging by the newsp:‘xpers, Eng-
land, has on her hands what some
of the writers call another Dreyfus
case. The victim of Adolf Beck, a
man now &ixty-three years of age,
who has been prosecuted and perse-
cuted by the police for eight years,
and twice convicted, although entire-
ly innocent. Threugh the efforts of
a newspaper writer the man’s story
has been brought prominently before
the public, and most of the influen-
tial papers have joined in a demand
for an investigation. The Govern-
ment, represented by the Treasury
Department, has offered the victim
£2,000 ($10,000) on condition that the
Department be absolved from furth-
er claims. The Daily Mail, which
was ipstrumental in placing the story
before the public, strongly urges Mr.
Beck to refuse the offer, and guar-
dntees him that amount should the
treasury withdraw its bid for his si-
lence. The Mail demands an inves-
tigation, and claims to be supported
in its demand by every newspaper in
London, irrespective of ¢ politics,
“Think,” says The Mail, “what it
would mean if Mr. Beck were induced
to accept this ‘isolation’ which the
treasury has offered him. Silence
over the mysteries of the whole ter-
rible affair, no public investigation,
no punishment for the men who have
made a byword of justice in this par-
ticular case, no examination of me-
thods which imperil the liberty and
honor of every person who reads
these lines, no light on incidents that
must sadden the heart of every honest
citizen,” 'The English people show
their appreciation of the priveleges
of British citizenship by insisting on
them, not gushing over them. The
British system of adminstering just-
ic@ is in many respects a model for
the world; but, like most human in-
stitutions, it has its weak spots, and
one of the weaknesses is revealed
by the Beck case. There is always
the danger of officers of the law
showing more anxiety to secure con-
vietion than to establish justice.

FREE PARDON AFTER 43 YEARS,
, London Times.

In 1874 1 was travelling in the
Australian bush—New South Wales
—when I came across a respectable
old man, over 60 years of age, who
told me an extraordinary story. He
and a 'man named Oliver were tried
at Exeter in 1836 for the murder of
a yeoman farmer named May on July
16th, 1835,

They were both convicted and sen-
tenced to be executed. Oliver, in the
dock, turned to the judge and said:
#This man, Galley, is quite innocent.”
Mr. Cockburn, afterwards Lord Chief
Justice, who defended Galley, and a
shorthand yeporter who was also pres-
ent at the trial,, made such strenuous
efforts that Galley’s sentence of
death was not earried out, but he was
transported to New Souih Wales,
where he arrived in 1839, Oliver was
executed. Many years afterwards a
man named John Longley, on his
on his deathbed, confessed that he
and Oliver were the murderers of
May, and Galley was innocent.

A number of people, and I among
them, wrote to iy fine old friend,
Sir Edward Wilmot, M.P., who took
up the case and presented it to the
house of commops in a simple, clear
and effective manner. Galley did not
like to marry until he received a free
pardon. The proceedings in the house
of commons are fully reported in han-
sard, especially the great speech of
John Bright. After an exciting de-
bate it was resolved to, recommend
the Queen to grant a pardon to Gal-
ley, which was uccordingly given in
1879, forty-ihree years after the con-

viction of the poor old Australian
shepherd.
