A Mr. Take was in Canada last year 
and talked with several members of the 
Canadian Government on this subject. 
The Minister of Agriculture spoke of him 
as a confidential agent of the British 
Government. This Mr. Tuke has pub- 
listed an article in the February number 
of the Nineteenth Century, in which he 
argues that a large number of people 
should be helped to move from the West 
of Ireland to the Canadian North West, 
which he describes as of vast extent and 
great fertility, and a most desirable place 
for settlement, although the winters are 
so severe. The modes in which such 
emigration should be promoted he states 
as follows:

I. That the emigration shall be nnder- 
taken by the joint action of the Imperial 
and Canadian Governments, the former 
supplying the capital at a low or nominal 
rate (say 2 or 3 per cent.), repaying over 
a term of years, and the latter undertaking 
the entire care and oversight of the emi- 
grants, and the recovery of the advances 
made to each family.

II. That a Colonization Association 
should be formed composed of a number 
of leading English, Irish, and Canadian 
gentlemen, to whom the Home Government 
should, under carefully considered regula- 
tions, make the advances required, also re- 
payable at a low rate of interest over a 
term of years ; or that the Association should 
obtain the money by shares in the market 
as a commercial transaction.

III. That the Home Government should 
appoint an Emigration Commission, con- 
sisting of two or three well-known and 
competent men to whom the whole work

000,000, would have read as $1,000,000. 
He would then have seen that our imports 
for 1880 were $29,000,000, instead of $43,- 
000,000. The hon. gentleman ought to 
know, and he must know that a very large 
proportion of the $43,000,000 he spoke of 
were goods in transit through Canada from 
the United States to Great Britain, and 
that it is quite absurd to talk of a reduction 
of $14,000,000 in two years, when it was in 
all probability a matter of four or five mil- 
lions at the outside. Now, sir, what is the 
actual fact. I know these trade and navi- 
gation returns contain the figures the hon. 
gentleman gives, but I know how they 
are made, and I think the hon. gentleman 
ought to have informed the House of the 
material difference which had occurred in 
the mode of making these returns, which 
might otherwise mislead, not only himself, 
but other persons in the country. In 1880 
we find our imports of dutiable goods from 
the United States amount 1 to $19,560,000 
in round numbers; in 1879 they were $23,- 
693,000. Now that is a very material re- 
duction, but vastly smaller than anybody 
not conversant with the mode of making 
up the trade and navigation returns would 
gather from the statement of the hon. gen- 
sleman. What was our trade with Great 
Britain in these several years ? Well, sir, 
in 1880 we imported $28,038,000 of dutiable 
goods, and 1879 $27,026,000. Now our 
real exports to Great Britain in 1880 were 
$45,000,000, and when you deduct the 
amount of American goods in transit, the 
exports were $35,208,000; and in like 
manner in 1879, though the nominal 
amount of our exports was $86,500,000, the 
imports were $29,333,000. The conse- 
quence is that the great improvement in 
our trade with Great Britain, of which the 
hon. gentleman speaks, resulted in this, 
that, of our own goods in 1879, we sold to 
Great Britain $29,338,000 and bought 831,- 
000.000, and of our own goods we sold in 
1880 $35,250,000 and bought $34,500,000.
I do not think that shows a very great de- 
velopment of our trade with Great Britain 
—$12,333,000 worth more bought than sold 
im one year, and in another $750,000 less. 
I am not discussing whether that is a good 
or bad thing. I am discussing simply the 
fact whether it is proof of a substantial in- 
crease in our trade with Great Britain. 
Well, sir, turn to the exports of the United 
States. You will find, of our own goods, 
deducting coin and bullion and American 
goods, which passed through Canada from 
one part of the United States to the other, 
we exported $29,566,000. The total im- 
ports from the United States—dutiable and 
non-dutiable, including coin, which 
amounted to $1,100,000—is $29,346,000. 
In other words, deducting the coin we sold 
to the United States, $29,500,000 approxi- 
mately, and we bought from the United 
States $28,250,000 approximately. But, 
sir, if the hon. gentleman, in his zeal for 
statistics, would direct a little attention to 
ascertain approximately, or however 
roughly, the amount of smuggled goods 
brought in from the United States to this 
country, I am afraid the hon, gentleman 
will find the trade balance of which the 
thinks so much is very seriously against 
us in favor of the United States. It need 
not be necessarily a loss to us according to 
my way of looking at it, but I can assure 
the hon. gentleman, if he chooses to make

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it towards the purchase of seed, the pur- 
chase of fishing tackle, and in the con- 
struction and repair of piers, etc. He 
(Anglin) held that the safety of the fish- 
ermen was the proper duty of the Imper- 
ial Government, but was never intended 
by the Parliament of Canada to be paid 
for by Canada.

€ Mr. Blake said it was quite clear that 
the objects of the Canadian Parliament 
in making the appropriation has been dis- 
appointed.

income account. Were we to do that we 
should find that the total estimates amount 
to $25,173,000, and that does not include 
the sums carried forward under Orders in 
Council. With reference to the supple- 
mental estimates, I will only observe 
that I see in them no less than $140,000 
more required for the Riviere du Loup 
Branch of the Intercolonial, $212,000 for 
the Indians, $43,000 for the Post office, and 
an additional $100,000 on capital account 
for Dominion Lands. I shall not at pre 
sent detain the House by commenting up- 
on some of these points further than to re- 
mark that they show very conclusively in- 
deed how thoroughly unjustifiable were the 
charges made, not perhaps by the hon. gen- 
tleman himself, but by his supporters, 
against the late Administration for extrava- 
gance in the administration of affairs. But 
let us come to the public estimates for 1882, 
which he tells us amount to $26,389,000. 
Allowing $200,000, which he tells us was 
accidentally omitted in the estimates 
brought down before, you have an increase 
made permanent of $884,000 in the course 
of a single year. You have besides a very 
heavy addition to be made to our debt of 
about $14,000,000, and I have observed 
that the hon. gentleman has neglected to 
close the Intercolonial Railway account, so 
there are still heavy sums which owing to 
this neglect can be charged to that account 
from time to time. I will take occasion 
when the Estimates are considered to dis- 
cuss the question whether it would not be 
highly in the public interest that this ac- 
count could be closed once for all, for I be- 
lieve that so long as it remains open it will 
often be found an extremely easy mode of 
providing for charges which the hon. gen- 
tleman would mots be able to make if com- 
pelled to charge it to revenue account. I 
notice that no reference is made to the 
various sums in which the country may be 
mulcted on account of these charges on the 
Intercolonial Railway. I invite comparison, 
Mr. Speaker, between these estimates and 
the estimates brought down by the Minister 
himself in 1879. Then the hon. gentleman 
thought that $23,427,000 would amply 
suffice for the expenditure of Canada.
Now, sir, within two years, we find that the 
hon. gentleman demands just $3,000,000 
more than he stated with his own lips would 
be sufficient for the expenditure of 1880. 
Well, sir, $8,000,000 capitalized at 4 per 
cent, would be equivalent to $75,000,000 
added to our gross debt, and I say that 
shows tolerably conclusively with what 
spirit of economy the hon. gentleman and 
his friends are bent on administering the 
affairs of this country. I was comparing 
the-expenditure of 1878 with the amount 
which the hon. gentleman now demands. 
In that year we contrived to make 8828,- 
000 suffice for the civil government of this 
country. To-day the hon. gentleman de- 
mands $960,368, an increase of about 

$157,000 on civil government alone, as be- 
tween, the actual and estimated expendi- 
ture for 1878, and the estimated expense 
the hon. gentleman demands. Then for 
superannuation of all things in the world, 
the superannuation which was so grievious- 
ly abused, for which we were so gravely de-

REMOVAL NOTICE.
IRISH WHISKIES FENIANS EVERYWHERE. —The latest story 

is that a pestilent Irishman is the chief 
cause of the trouble in the Transvaal. It 
is alleged that he was a Fenian, but if the 
story is true he fell into disfavor with the 
Fenians and won the favor of the Irish 
police authorities long age. A telegram 

says —
London, 3rd. —The Times says the Irish- 

man described as chief adviser of the Boer 
commander is Alfred Aylward, for some 
time connected with James Stephens, the 
Fenian Head Centre. The correspondent 
met him in Natal after the Zulu war. 
Aylward said at a meeting of the Fenian 
Central Committee, Stephens presiding, 
it was decided to assassinate the late 
Lord Mayo, Chief Secretary for Ireland, 
as he passed out of the Castle yard at 
Dublin, and attack Chester Castle for the 
purpose of procuring arms. Aylward 
thought the time inopportune, and inform- 
ed the committee that he should inform 
Lord Mayo of his danger. Aylward sent 
a note to Lord Mayo telling him not to 
pass through the Castle yard that evening 
Aylward was attacked that night by s 
Fenian as an informer and wounded in 
two places. When Aylward recovered he 
was placed under police protection and 
accepted an offer of money from the 
secret service fund on condition of his 

leaving the country. Aylward went to 
South Africa, was at the Diamond Fields, 
and has long been known in Africa as a 
strong sympathizer with the Dutch. 
When in 1876, the Boers being at war 
with Lecocoene, and wanted an officer, 
Aylward volunteered. At a fight at Macra 
Kloof he was serving with the Lyndberg 
Volunteers, and on the death of their cap- 
tain succeeded to the command. He is 
the author of “The Transvaal of To-day.” 
He was, up to quite recently, editor of the 
Natal Witness, published at Pietemaritz- 

burg.
|The assassination part of the story is 
highly improbable, and indeed none of
