‘The report of the Joint Com-
mittee on the Railway, embo-
dying the contract, charter ot
lucorporation and other docu-~
ments having referenee io the
same subject was laid before
the . House of Assembly on
Monday last, by the hon the
hon the Premier, as Chairman

S
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of Committee. And at the
very threshold of its presenta-
tion the report has been made
the subject of rather strong
animadversion on the part of
certain hon members, the hon
Speaker and hon Mr Wirter
having taken occasion in com-
mittee to refer to some of the
provisions, as being in their
opinion, anything but consubs
ative of tue interests ol the
colony, The remarks of these
hon gentlemen delivered dur-
ing the evenings of Tuesday
and Wednesday last, have eli-
cited some able anl cffective
replies from hon members,
such as Mr Mackay, Mr Shea
and other hon gentlemen fa-
vorable to the report. ‘The
debate on this important sub-
ject, thus interesting at its in-
ception still continues to occupy
the attention of the House and
to absorb and engross the al-
most undecided interest of the
public who feel deeply inter-
ested in the issue involving as
it does, such serious results to
the general interests of the
colony. Since the printing of
the report and accompanying
documents [all of which we
shall have the pieasure of
placing before our readers in
due course] we have had an
opportunity of perusing the
same, and althongh not exactly
favorable to some of th2 pro-
yisions, still upon the whole,
we look upon the proposed
arrangemeut, as one calculated
materialiy to conduce to the
promotion and advancement
of public interests. ILooking
to the present position of this
important subject in the legiss
lature, the expressions of opin-
ions which it has thus elicited
on the part of hon member.,
and the time that must nes
cessarily be occupizd in its fur-
ther discussion, we feel as-
sured that another week must
elapse before a final decision 1s
arrived at In the Assémbly,

The Company advauce all money
and iocur all the risks attendant oo
the eoastruction and maintenance of
the road , and as on its efficient ope-~
ration of the payment of the annual
subsidy i3 made dependent, a8 regard
for their own interests must insure the
consiruction of such a line of road as
witl fulfil to qonditions on whigh alone
the subsidy is obtajnable.

baggage rates by the compaoy.

The charge for transportation of
freight shall pnot exceed (30) thirty
cents per hundeed pounds on heavy
articles, and (twenty) cents per cubic
foot on articles of measurement, for
every one huondred miies transported ;
aed five cents per mile for first ciass
passengers, und threo gents per mile
tor secoud class passengers, Clergys
meu will be charged halt’ first ciass
fare. Sp-cial contracts may be made
with shippers oo their roads ia regard
1o rate of freight, so as not ta exceed
the amount herein desiznated.
