He repeated the declara-
tions which he already made in the
Chamber ot Deputics, namely, that there
was no possibility of undoing what had
been done in accordance with the sen-
tence of the Court of Cassation. Now,
the Ministerial journal La Ressegna
fondly hopes that the incident is closed,
and rejoices that, as Signor Mancini says,
the ltalian treatment ot the Propaganda
has not given occasion o any diplo-
matic intervention. True, the Govern-
ment of the United States has had some-
thing to say in the possible results of the
question, but that Government was
satistied, and no European Power has
had, up to the present, according to
Signor Mancini, the courage to inter
vene diplomatically, in favor of the
Propaganda.

It adds, besides, in a self-sufficient tono,

So heavily raged
the shower during dinner-time that | at
tirst thought ot taking the evening train
directly back to town; but when the sun
appeared an hour later, [ decided to ad-
vance through the mud and meet the
train at a station farther up the line. A
miscalculation as to distance caused me
to fail in doing this, and | was also damp-
ened somewhat by later showers of rain;

Disasters at Sea.

St. Joux's, N. F., June 11.—The steam-
ship Plover, despatebed to rescue the
crew of the sealing brig Comfederate, re-
turned yesterday. Captain Manuel re-
ports that Notre Dame bay is firmly
packed with heavy floe ice, the Comfed-
erate being helpless on the ice 16 miles
north of 'isug'-. They succeeded in get-
ting within twelve miles of her and re-
scued torty-five of the crew, after terrible
hardship and suffering. They were
torced then to retreat, leaving twenty-
nine men behind in the neighborhoed of
the wreck. Further intelligence from
Grate's Cove states that schooner Six
Brothers, of Lower Island Cove, was lost
in Baccalieu Tickle, near the scene of the
wreck of the steamship Lion. Five of
the drowned men were brothers. The
banking schooner Avalon, just arrivéd at
Renews, reports passing on Thursday
Iast one side of a vessel, and picking up
from amid a large quantity of wn:gngo
a life buoy marked Senorine, St. Malo.
