Reduced Cable Rates.

I n the House of Commons, 
on the 4th inst., on a motion ! 
by Mr. McDonald of Pictou, 
for papers and documents re­
lative to the proposed extend­
ed boundaries of Manitoba, 
Mr. A. A. McLeartfijpheld the 
claims of this Province, as set 
forth in Hansard, as follows :

On the 5th inst., Premier

Hon. Robert L. Borden, Premier 
of Canada and Hon. James Byrce, 
the British ambassador to the 
United States, were the leading 
speakers at the fifteenth annual 
banquet of the Canadian Society 
of New York, at Delmonicoes last 
Friday night.

Hou. R L. Borden received a 
right royal welcome as the lead 
ing citizen of the home land of 
the great majority of those pre­
sent, His declarations of friend 
ship for that country, and his 
explanation of Canada’s attitude 
in the late election were well re­
ceived.

After congratulating the Cana­
dian Society upon its prosperity 
and expressing the pleasure it 
gave him to meet so many leading 
members of that body, as well as 
his friends, Mr. Borden and the 
distinguished guests present, Hon. 
James Bryce said he had just re­
turned from the sixth visit he had 
paid in the course of the last 
four and a half years to the laud 
whence they came, where the air 
was as bright and keen and where 
the intelligence and energy of the 
people and the hearts were as 
warm as the snow were as cold.

He had rejoiced to see how 
quickly the new governor general, 
the Duke of Connaught and the 
Duchess, had endeared themselves 
to these Canadian hearts and he 
felt sure that the longer they 
stayed in Canada and the more 
they travelled hither and thither 
through its vast extebt, the warm­
er would their welcome be, and 
the more would they be beloved 
by Canadians of every degree.

To anyone who watched tbe 
progress of free government in 
the wold nothing was more in­
teresting then to note how the 
same principles which had been 
worked out by the ancestors of 
Englishmen and of Canadians and 
of citizens of the United States, 
long ago, in the old Mother Land 
were being now applied in the 
United States and in Canada 
under different forms; but always 
with the same spirit and in con­
formity with the same noble 
traditions,

“It was an inestimable advan­
tage to those two countries to be 
able to watch and study one an­
other’s methods of government 
and administration, each learning 
from the other. That there 
should be two systems, the pre- 
sidental and congressional iq the 
one country, the cabinet and 
parliamentary in the other, was a 
gain for both. It was most for­
tunate for the North American 
continent that these two nations 
should live Side by aide in peace

’ he visited Canada, assure its peo­
ple of the good will and friend­
ship felt for them by the people 
of the United States, a friendship 
stronger now, both towards Bri­
tain and Canada, than it had ever 
been before since the days of the 
revolution.

In either case the keystone of 
the arch is the will of the people.
Oar constitution is to be found in 
the British North America Act of 
1867, enacted by the Imperial 
Parliament; but looking beyond 
the form and into the substance, 
one clearly sees that the people of 
Canada as truly framed and 
adopted their constitution, as did 
the people of the United States.

“The powers of self-government 
conferred upon Canada, Australia,
New Zealand and South Africa 
are so extensive that the parlia­
ment of the United Kingdom has 
in one sense ceased to be an 
imperial parliament and the chief 
tie which binds together the 
motherland and the great Domin­
ion is a common allegiance to the ?oar own- 

mi_ . ., t reeoorcvssame sovereign. The strength ot
that tie has increased with its 
importance, and Canada yields 
not even to Britain in her attach­
ment to the crown; for the king is 
king, not only of Britain but of 
the Overseas Dominions, and thus 
he personifies the majesty and 
powers of the whole empire.

Self Government.
The great democracies of the 

English-speaking world are test­
ing today their ability and com­
petence to govern themselves. It 
has been said in a recent instruct­
ive work on popular law making 
that the idea of personal liberty 
was understood by the Anglo 
Saxon people iq a sense in which 
it never existed before in the 
history of the world. The author­
ises that representative govern­
ment sprang from this idea of 
personal liberty .and that per­
sonal liberty did not spring 
from representative government 

“The English-speaking people 
throughout the world have re­
alized the two ideals of erderly 
government and personal liberty,
It ip upon these ideals.that repre­
sentative institutions are based, 
and it is to these ideals that they 
owe their success. There are 
those who fiercely criticize the 
methods and results of party re 
presentativg government and deny 
its permanency, If the failures 
and imperfections were even 
greater than these which undoubt 
edly exist we should have no 
cause for discouragement. Dem­
ocracy has at last given to the 
world a higher hope than any 
other form of government hither­
to advised.

“Under your system, as under 
ours, tbe national life is based on 
a true conception by the people of 
their responsibilities and duties in 
the difficult task of governing 
themselves. How much attention 

given to the education of our

in their form and magnitude. 
The wonderful industrial develop­
ment of modern civilization 
merely presents on a more tre­
mendous scale problems with 
which British acts of parliament 
have been dealing for five hun­
dred years.

Early Democracies.

“Democracy should not fail to 
pay earnest heed to warnings that 
come from the decadence of past 
civilzations. Among nations as 
among individuals there may be 
degenerates. An unequal dis- j 
tribution of wealth, the growth | 
ot luxury and the banishment of 
the ideal have spelled the doom of 
many a great empire. Is there 
any good reason to believe that 

: our own civilization will be im­
mune to like influence? Is there 
any reason to doubt that in the 
future, ae in tbe past, tbe greatness of a 
nation can only be aeeared by foon 
dation npon the character and ideals of 
its people ?

“I have the opportunity merely to 
hint at problems that are common to 
the English speaking democrats. 
There are others which may be re­
garded as in some sense peculiar to the 
United States and Canada, I do not 
pretend to deaf with these hot merely 
to suggest them. Both countries are 
endowed with enormous and abundant 
resources. The tendency is naturally 
toward wastefulness and prodigality 
On the other hand the vast accumul­
ation of wealth in the hands of a few 
men confronts os with the possibility 
that the great national resources may 
pass into the bands of an oligarchy of 
wealth and may be used for the oppress­
ion rather than for the benefit of the 
people. We in Canada are not insensi­
ble to these dangers, and in this as in 
other respects we hope to profit by 
your experiences. Our ne ural resources 
have not been very appreciably dimin­
ished by waste, but we are approaching 
the danger line and already we have 
taken precautions.

Undeveloped Territory.
“Canada possesses an area slightly 

greater than that of the United States, 
but as you know only a fractional part 
of it has yet been developed, and our 
population is lees than one-twelfth of 

But the abundance of our 
ind opportunities have been 

so amply demonstrated and our pro­
gress has been so marked daring the 
past 30 years, that no Canadian today 
doubts the fntory material greatness 
of bis country. Its industrial, and in­
deed, its agricultural developments are 
small in comparison with your own, 
but they are ^oceeding at a marvel­
lous pa^e.

“Come with me, just for a moment, 
to the streets of Ottawa and observe 
the bright-eyed, rosy cheeked children 
trooping along on their way to school, 
beneath the clear blue sky and in tbe 
bracing air of a Canadian winter’s 
morning. There are those among them 
who will see Canada surpass in pop­
ulation. in wealth and perhaps in in 
fluence, the British Islands, which 
are now tbe heart of the Empire. Thus 
you will understand that there are 
great questions to be arranged by tbe 
statesmen of the future as well ae 
by those of Canada, for the British 
Empire is confronted with the neces­
sity of solving some of the problems 
and meeting some of the difficulties 
which confronted yonr forefathers be 
tween the peace of 1784 and tbe adop­
tion of yonr present constitution.

Political Situation. ,

“It is fitting that I should not close 
witbont some reference to the recent 
political developments in my country. 
You may possibly have heard of the 
recent campaign in Canada and its 
results. Permit me to assure you that 
the result was not due in any senst 
or in any respect, to a spirit of on 
friendliness to this great country. Ad 
mitted facts demonstrate with cer­
tainty that no each spirit exists. From 
1878 to 1897 Canada had placed and 
kept npon her statue books a stand 
ing offer to the United States of re­
ciprocity in natural products. Duriog 
all this period you declined to enter­
tain the offer and no Canadian could 
deny your perfect and absolute right 
to take that coarse believing as you 
did, that it was in the interest of yonr 
people.

“In the early days of onr develop: 
ment and progress, we imagined that 
we were almost completely depend­
ant npon yonr markets; and when the 
reciprocity treaty of 1864 was re­
nounced in 1866, a feeling of despair 
prevailed in some parts of our conn- 
try. That fee|ing has long since past* 
ed away, never to return. For 80 
years and more we have followed cer­
tain national ideas and policies which 
we firmly intend to pursue and con­
tinue in tbe future. We reached tbe

“If I may recall acme words that 
coma to me from tbe memories of my 
boyhood days, let me say this in con- 
.olnaton : As long as tbe rivers shall 
flow to the ocean, ae long as the monn- 
• line shall east their shadows across 
tbe valleys, as long as the heavens 
shall nourish the stars, let good will, 
friendship and peace end are between 
these two great kindred nations.”
