Atlanta, June 19.—In his attempt
to escape, hindered by double shack-
les, John Wallace, a convict, serving
a term at the city stockade, was scald-
cd to death in a sewer. Wallace was
working with the road gang when he
approachéd a man hole. Seeing an
oppartunity to get away from servi-
tude, he waited until the guard’s back
was turned and then dropped into
the hole, and in a minute was out of
sight in its windings. Ten minutes
after he entered and*while the guards
were standing over all manholes wait-
ing, gun in hand, for him to attempt
to get out, 10,000 ‘gallons of boiling
water were let loose in a raging tor-
rent by the factory of Fulton Bag &
Cotton. 2

Haping to rescue the convict, Guard
Manders, from whom he made his es-
cape; volunteered to enter the Sewer,
but the superintendent of the works
told him that it was useless and re-
fused to allow the sacrifice. The con-
viet was only a short distance in the
sewer when the flood of boiling water
struek-him,-and--it is believed by the
officers that he- was literally cooked
to death.
