The Dead of the Wawaset.
In the sightof^the friends of the victims 

of such a disaster as this, it is of course 
no grateful nor gracions task to point 
out that the fault of the slaughter was in 
any sense that of the men and women 
who perished. Bat what do the facts 
show ? Here was a boat stanchly built* 
manned, as we are assured, by skilful and 
experienced officers, that takes fire in 
broad noonday within a hundred yards of 
land, the water beneath still and only 
six feet deep at the bow. Those who 
leaped into it here escaped with ease, we 
are told, while of the men and women at 
the stern nearly fifty were lost. There 
were five hundred life-preservers on board 
placed within easy access of all the pas­
sengers, only one of whom appears to 
have known how to use them, and he 
saved his own life and that of his child. 
One boatful of colored people upset from 
their confusion and want of discipline, 
and greedy selfishness in trying to keep 
the boat for people of their own color. 
Many of the victims perished from the 
effect of abject terror, lushing blindly 
into the very middle of danger.

But cowardice and selfishness have 
slain their thousands, like Saul, before 
now, and it is hardly reasonable to ask 
human nature to purge itself of its frail­
ties, in consideration of their probable ef­
fects on a bnroing boat. It is quite prac­
ticable, however, for men and women to 
train themselves to an ordinary amount 
of common-sense and self-control. It is 
pitiable to think that at the first threat 
of peril we should herd together, fright­
ened and senseless as scared sheep, and 
rush headlong into the jaws of death. 
But we are told that the victims of this 
catastrophe had neither the requisite 
coolness nor knowledge; and there is pre­
cisely the point we wish to urge. Here 
were fifty people drowned for the lack of 
knowing how to swim, an accomplish­
ment which they could have learned in 
two weeks, and of the use of a life-pre- 
server, which would have cost them ten 
minutes. We are a migratory people, 
living every year more and more in cars, 
on rivers and the ocean. Yet we uni­
versally neglect to qualify ourselves and 
our children for the protection of our 
lives. In that ten minutes of fatal ter­
ror and ignorance, which of the dead of 
the Wawaset would not have given all 
their knowledge of classic or scientific 
lore, if they had any, to be able to pull a 
dozen simple strokes through the smooth 
closing waters which proved their grave ? 
—New York Tribune. _______

Great Fire In Quebec.
Quebec, August 20. — A large fire 

occured here yesterday afternoon. 
Dunn’s mill and cabinet factory are 
burned; loss 816,000; insurance $27,000. 
Clints & Archers lumber yards, also 
McCallum’s brewery, are in flames. The 
fire is progressing rapidly. A groat 
drawback is caused by broken hose and 
weakness of water works. The wind is 
strong from the east.

Mr. Gladstone’s Idea of It.
The Pacific Railway Scandal was 

brought before the attention of the Eng­
lish House of Commons on the 1st inst., 
by Sir C. Dilke, and Mr. Gladstone re­
plying to his inquiry stated that a 
“ Committee of the Canadian House of 
Commons had been appointed, on the 
motion of the Ministry themselves, for 
the purpose of examining into those 
charges, and power was given to that 
Committee to examine witnesses upon 
oath. Unfortunately the form in which 
this was done exceeded the powers of the 
Dominion Parliament, the act was disal­
lowed by the Queen, and the Canadian 
Parliament had again to consider what 
course they would take. No doubt they 
would act on the principles of public 
conduct bv which he believed they were 
prompted,’and would do everything that 
was right in the matter.” Mr. Gladstone 
will no doubt be surprised to learn that 
instead of Parliament being permitted to 
•« consider what course they would take,” 
thev were bundled out of doors by the 
ajVice of the accused Ministry and robbed 
of their right to continue the inquiry 
they had commenced ! ^For novelties in 
Parliamentary pi active Gladstone must 
look to Canada. The outrages of the 
13th will astonish his weak nerves;— 
London Advertiser.

Local and Other Items.
The printers ont of employment will

Cheebh.—Since the first of this month 
Mr. Thoa. Todd has shipped from Galt 
Station 860 boxes of cheese. Some of 
them were sent to Glasgow, Scotland.

The Galt Reformer notices the death 
of W. R. McColl, member of the nevada 
State Legislature. Mr. McOoll was born 
and spent his youth in Beverly, and was 
a nephew of Mrs. Addison of Gait.

The House of Mr. John Algeo, a re­
tired gentleman of Stavner, was entered 
last night daring his absence. After up­
setting the things in the house the bur­
glars left, quite unpaid for their trouble.

While the barque Manzanilla was 
towing out of Port Dalhousie on Tuesday 
morning, about six o’clock, her captain, 
Alexander Campbell, fell overboard and 
was drowned.

The acting Mayor of Windsor, Mr. 
Wm. McGregor, Warden of the County, 
has been called upon by leading citizens 
to summon a public meeting with a view 
to discussing the Pacific Scandal on 
Friday evening next. It is expected that 
Messrs. David Mills, M.P., for Bothwell, 
Joseph Rÿmal, M.P. for Wentworth, 
Col. Rankin, and others will speak.

Hon. Georoe Brown.—The Canadian 
correspondent of the American Newspaper 
Reporter is responsible lor the statement 
that the Hon. George Brown has crossed 
the Atlantic on account of his health, he 
being ill of Bright’s disease ol the kid­
neys. This was what carried off Sir 
George Cartier, and is regarded as al­
most, if not altogether incurable. We 
much doubt the truth of the rumor.

The Razor in a Row.—;On Saturday 
night last a laborer on the Canada 
Southern Railway, named John Keeler, 
entered the barber’s shop of George W. 
Levi (colored) and got into an altercation 
with the barber. From words they came 
to blows, when the latter drew a razor 
and cut a gash six inches long on Keeler’s 
face, catting his cheek through and tak­
ing off part of bis left ear. Levi has 
been sent to Simcoe for trial.

Accident at the Welland Canal,— 
When the New York express, about 3:40 
o’clock on Tuesday morning, was ap­
proaching Welland Canal Swing Bridge, 
the water gauge glass in front of the fire­
box burst, instantly filling the cab with 
steam and boiling water, so alarming the 
engineer that he jumped before bringing 
his engine quite to a stand, as the law 
reauites, before crossing the bridge. The 
bridge being open, the consequence was 
the engine and baggage car tipped for­
ward into the canal opening. No one 
hurt, nor trains delayed, except the 
morning express west, which was made 
one hour late.

An Incendiary Murderer.—A tragedy 
occurred in Bridgewater, Lunenburg Co., 
N. S., on Sunday last. Peter Mailman 
is reported to have lured his wife into 
the woods, murdered her, and then set 
fire to the woods for the purpose of de­
stroying all traces of his crime. The 
ashes of a human being, supposed to 
have been his wife, was found in the 
burned district of the woods. Mailman 
is now nnder arrest. After he came out 
of the woods he was heard to threatn to 
hang his children, and persons seeing 
him going into the bash with them, fol­
lowed and prevented a second crime. 
Bridgewater is excited over the tragedy.

Attempted Suicide.—On Saturday 
last an insane man by the name of G. 
Mulholand, of Branchton, attempted to 
take his own life by stabbing himself in 
the throat. He has been in a state of in­
sanity for some time and his wife had 
taken him to Hespeler intending him to 
stop at the house of a relative for a few 
days. He, however, started for home, 
and his wife tooK the train in pursuit. 
When the train arrived at the railway 
tank, where it stopped, the woman iden­
tified her husband lying near the track, 
in a horrible state. The Constable and a 
dooto: from Galt was sent for who took 
charge of the unfortunate man. He has 
since been sent to Berlin Jail.—Reform-

Infant Diet.
The following is taken from a Schedule 

of Directions furnished by Dr. A. Jacobi 
at the request of the Public Health Asso­
ciation of New York, concerning infantile 
diet during Summer.

Overfeeding, Dr. Jacobi is of opinion, 
does more harm than anything else. A 
baby of a month or two should be nursed 
every two or three hours. A baby of six 
months and over, should be nursed five 
times in twenty-four hours, and no more. 
When a baby gets thirsty in the mean­
time, give it a drink of water or barley 
and water, without sugar. In case the 
mother’s milk is not more than half 
enough, she is to change off between 
breast-milk and food ; in case the baby 
must depend upon food alone, the Doctor 
reccomends barley-water fthe barley to be 
powdered by being grouna in a clean cof­
fee-grinder); one teaspoonful boiled with 
a little salt in a gill of water for 15 min­
utes, strained, and mixed with half as 
ranch boiled milk and a lump of white 
sugar ; to be given lukewarm through a 
mfreing bottle ; bottle and mouth-piece to 
be kept scrupulously clean.- Babies 
over six months muet be given more 
milk in proportion. When babies are 
costive, oatmeal is to be used instead of 
barley. The food of a baby should be 
perfectly sweet, which may be proved by 
trying it with a small strip of blue lit­
mus paper. If the paper turns red make 
a fresh mess.

Infants of six months may have beef 
tea or beef soup once a day ; of a year old 
may have a crust of bread or a piece cf 
rare beef to suck. No candies are to be 
given. In case of Summer complaint, 
fresh air is, with Dr. Jacobi, as every 
skilled physician,the best restorative. He 
prohibits laudanum, paregoric, soothing 
syrups, <tc. Even milk, everything to 
eat or drink, must be withheld for four or 
six hours.

These rule may even to mothers ap­
pear trivial from their simplicity ; but so 
far as diet and hygiene for children are 
concerned, it is in the simplicity of treat­
ment and steadiness of care that safety

Monday night, and the following verdict 
was returned :—" That Mary Scott came 
to her death by wounds inflicted with a 
knife in the hands of her husband,Robert 
Scott, while in a state of mental abera- 
tion. That Robert Scott came to his 
death by wounds inflicted upon hie per­
son by a knife in hie own hands while in 
a state of mental aberration.” Scott had 
been a school teacher in the neighborhood 
of Sealorth for some years. Lately he 
and his wife went to live in Detroit. 
Some months ago, Mrs. Scott, being in 
poor health, returned to her father-in- 
law’s for a change of air. She was there 
when her husband came to take a school 
near her. Scott seems to have been a 
man of violent passions, and has evident­
ly followed a very irregular life. He had 
been in the American army during the 
war, and had jumped the bounty twice.if 
not three times. The relations with his 
wife seem, from their letters, to have 
been most cordial and affectionate, and 
no motive can be assign 3d for the deed.

Trial or Reapers in Nottawasaga.
From our own Correspondent.

O9 Wednesday, August 13th, a trial of 
reapers took place on the farm of Mr. 
John Campbell, lot 21, con. 10, Nottawa­
saga, between the following reapers

“ Champion Ohio,” with Dodge self, 
rake attachment, manufactured by L. D. 
Sawyer A Co., Hamilton. “ Ball’s Ohio,” 
with Johnston self-rake, manufactured by 
John Forsyth, Dundas. “ Ball’s Ohio,” 
with Dodge self-rake, manufactured by 
Haggert Brothers, Brampton.

As it had rained during the night and 
forenoen it was thought that the qaatch 
would have to be postponed ; about noon, 
however, it begun to clear up, and a fine 
drying wind soon put the crop in good 
order for cutting. Before commencing 
all were invited by Mr. Campbell to take 
dinner. After satisfying the inner man, 
the field was the next point of attraction.

There were about eight acres of spring 
wheat, and a swathe had been already 
out round for to make room for the reap­
ers. The field was high in the centre, 
but quite smooth and rather soft, owing 
to the late rains. The crop was light, 
the straw being very short and thin on 
the ground. If the crop had been 
heavier and lodged in places it would 
have been a better test of the durability of 
the machine ; as it was, a lightly got up 
machine had as good, ii not better* 
chance than a strongly built one. There 
was some very good cutting done by all, 
but the " Champion ” cut the lowest and 
cleanest. Both of the other reapers 
palled down the standing grain with the 
outside or grain wheel. As to the shear­
ers there was very little difference. If it 
had been a heavy crop the “ Champion ” 
would even have done better than ifcdid, 
and the others would have ha4 harder 
work to keep their machines in repair. 
The Dunias machine, however, had to 
stop and turn out several times to repair, 
and this in a very light field of grain. 
There were a great many farmers pres­
ent to see the trial—some to criticise the 
work, some to see which would do the 
best work before purchasing, and others 
to try and influence the onlookers in fav­
or of some one ol the machines on (rial. 
One was even brought from a distance to 
speak Gaelic in favor of one of the reap­
ers. There was no judging ; every one 
could form his own opinion as to which 
reaper did the best work, and was strong­
est got np ; but if there had been a show 
of hands taken the " Champion Ohio” 
would have carried the day. The work 
being done, Mr. Campbell summoned all 
to the house to partake of supper before 
leaving.

Messrs. L. D. Sawyer A Co., have sold 
over twentyvnaohines in this section this 
season. Some of them are already put 
up and doing good work, and the re­
mainder will be in operation in a few
