Centre Ridliipr Fall Show.
The Fall Show of the Centre Riding of 

Wellington aud Townships of Nichol and 
Pilkington Agricultural Societies was 
held at Fergus on Friday. The day, 
though rough and cold, was not unfa­
vorable, and the attendance was as large 
as we have seen at any previous Show. 
The stock were exhibited on the fair 
ground, and the grain,|roots, &c., in the 
Drill Shed. In the outside department 
the show was about the same as in form­
er years, but inside the entries were far 
more numerous, aud the display in al* 
classes was far ahead of anything yet 
seen at a Centre Riding Exhibition.

The Centre Riding is noted for good 
horses, and the display on Friday was in 
no respect behind that of former years. 
In cattle we expected great things, and 
that expectation was not disappointed. 
Some of our most enterprising breeders 
reside in the Riding, and by a glance at 
the prize list we will find names which 
have held a prominent place in the lists 
of our Central and Provincial Exhibi­
tions. It is needless for us to go over 
these in detail, but we may add that not 
a few fine animals were exhibited by far­
mers who did not show at these Exhibit 
tions, but whose stock bavé boon very 
successful even when in competition with 
those which competed at the great 
Shows.

A very fine lot of sheep were exhibited, 
and in this class as well as nearly all the 
others, we notice that our Eramosa far­
mers held their own. und took many 
prizes. The nigs aud poultry, if not in 
great variety, were excellent.

As we said before, the display in the 
Drill Shed was the best we have ever 
seen. Some beautiful samples ot grain 
wore exhibited, and the show in this class 
was better than we had at the 
Guelph Central. Tho display of roots, 
especially potatoes and turnips, was 
something extraordinary. The late rains 
have helped the turnips very much, and 
the samples were bettor and larger than 
we have seen, at any previous show this 
season. The potatoes could not be beat 
anywhere, and the _ number, variety and 
excellence of the different samples was, 
in itself, a sierht. Other vegetables were 
also much above the average. The same 
remark will apply to fruit. The apples 
were superb, and in almost endless va­
riety. In fact the whole of ono side of 
the building was taken up with the fruit, 
and a fine collection, which would be 
hard to boat anywhere. The pears were 
also remarkable for their size and excel-

Dairy produce occupied a conspicuous 
place, and the judges assured us the 
quality of manÿ^amples was so good that 
they had great difficulty in making their 
awards. The bread aud cheese were 
equally deserving of praise.

As regards the ladies’ work, there was 
a very choice selection, and the taste anti 
skill displayed were the theme of general 
praise.
