New S1. Maiinew’s.

The Bishop Will Dedicate a New
Church on Sunday.

A $6,000 Building That Is a Model of Ar-
chitectural Beauty — Situated on
Dundas Street Opposite the
Fair Grounds.

The congregation of St. Matthew’s
Church wonshiped for the last time in
the old church on Christmas Day, and
on Sunday next they will move into
their new building, opposite the Fair
grounds, on the nonth side of Dundas
street. The old frame building is a
landmark. For mamy years during the
existence of the old St. Paul’'s Ceme-
tery in East London it was used part-
ly as a dead house, and as a place in
which to hold funeral services. When
the cemetery was closed, and the
ground divided into building lots, the
chapel was placed on rollers, and
moved a quarter of a mile further east
to its present location. Additions were
made to the sides and to the rear, and
a fairly comfortable place of worship
was ithe result. TUnder the fostering
care of the Rev. W. M. Seaborn, the
congregation increased in numbers un-
til last year it was decided to build a
modern church. A lot was purchased
nearly opposite the main Fair build-
ing on Dundas street, and during the
last summer the work of erecting the
church was in progress. It has now
been completed, and on Sunday morn-
ing next the bishop will preach the
dedicatory sermon. Archdeacon Davis
will preach in the afternoon, and Dean
Innes at night. An “At Home”’ will
also be held on Monday evening.

It was not the intention originally to
place a spire on the church, but the
trusteds finally dedided to do so, and
now a 70-foot column lends added beau-
ty to one of the cosiest churches in
the city. The spire is situated over the
main entrance, on the southeast cor-
ner. The dimemsions of the building
proper are 85x40 feet, and the church
Wwill setat 400, while the cost was a
trifle over $6.000. The style of warchi-
tecture is pure gothic. The founda-
ticn is of graystone, rock faced. The
walls are of local buff brick, with cut
stone trimmings, and buttress caps of
cut stone. The basement contains the
Sunday scdhool, cholr room, library,
furnace and fuel rooms. There are
two front entrances. Upstairs the
main dcors open into a roomy vesti-
bule. There are two vestries, one for
the choir, and the other for clergy-
men.“ The interior furnishings are fin-
ished in matural wood, with an oak
ceiling. The whole will be lig&ted by
gas. Moore & Henry were the archi-
teets.

THIS PREACHER NO JINGO.

Says the United BStates Could Not EHope
to Cope With England—-Hearers
Diapleased.

Peoria, I, Dec. 26.—Rev. Caspar
Wistar Hiatt, pastor of the First Con-
gregational Church, preached a sermon
last night on the Venezuelan ques-
tion, in which he criticized the Presi-
dent’s message, and sald that Ameri-
ca could not hope to cope with Eng-
land.

An angry crowd
surrounded the pastor after the service
and disapproved his sentiments, and
the feeling against his position in his
church is very strong today.

San Francisco, Dec. 26.—Joseph Cook,
divine, lecturer and litterateur, who
has arrived here from the Orient on
-ae steamship China, is broken in
health and almost an invalid. Over-
work, which produced nervous prostra-
tion, is at the bottom of the trouble
and absolute rest alone will restore
him. He stood the journey across the
Pacific very well, but kept in his state-
room most of the time. It was stated
on board by some of those who made
the voyage, that it'was evident that
he was losing his mental strength, but

this is strongly denied by friends.

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THE STRATHNEVIS SAFE.
Tke Big Steamer;nt 74 Days—Insurance
Men Malke Money.

Seattle, Wash., Dec. 26.—The steamer
Strathnevis arrived at Port Townsend at an
early hour this morning. The Strathnevis
sailed from Tacoma for Yokohama on Oct.
12, and therefore has been out 74 days. One
of the most interesting features in connec-
tion with the return of the ship is the vast
amount of money that will be made by the
insurance men who had the courage to take
risks on her.

The officers report a voyage of dan-
gers and privations. On Monday after-
noon last, all hope of saving the ves-
sel was abandomed, and boats were
manned preparatory to leaving the ves-
sel, as she was in imminent danger
of drifting ashore on Destruction
Island. Grave fears are entertained
for the safety of the AustraMan steam-
ship Miowera, which had the Strath-
nevis in tow for five days, and had
exhausted the larger ponrtion of her
fuel. On October 20, in latitude 49.14,
longitude 164.27, the Strathnevis’ shaft
broke short off, close to the propeller,
which went to the bhottom.
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DISMAL CHRISTMAS FOR THEM.

Tremendous Floods in Missouri—Many
Farmers Lose Everything,

St. Louis, Mo., Dec. 26.—To the farm-
ers who live along the banks of the
Osage River din Central Missouri
Christmas brought only woe and
gloom. The unprecedented rise in the
river of 35 feet in three days has
spread all over this section, and many
farmers have lost everything they pos-
sessed. Some of them had their corn
in shocks, others in cribs. The flood
has taken all that lay in the low-
lands. Not only have many of the
farmers lost their crops, but their
stockd and buildings as well. At Bag-
nell, the end of the Lebanon branch
of the Missouri Pacific, the river is
three miles wide, and no trains have
been able to get within a mile and a
half of the town for four days. At
Tuscumbia, the county seat wof Miller,
a terrible condition exists. Nearly the
entire town is under water. Only the
roof of many buildings, the postoffice
among them, can be seen. A large
ﬂum-mg mill, the printing office of the
several small stores
and residences are entirely submerged.
Twenty cars loaded with railroad te:s
are standing on the sidetracks at Bag-
nell, and there are thousands of ties
floating about in the river and back-
water. The loss to property in this
immediate section is estimated at
$1,000,000. The river is higher even
than during the famous flond of 1844,
The suffering of the people whose
lands and propenmty have been devas-

tated will undoubtedly be terrible this
winter, |

ROT ON PROTECTION LINES.

The Ways and Means Commitiee of
Congress Seck to Increase the
Revenue.

Washington, Dec. 26.—Chairman
Dingley, of the ways and means ©com-
mittee today reported to the House
the tariff and boud bills agreed upon
by the Republican majority of the
committee. - The accompanying mem-
orandum says: “Your committee has
not undertaken @ gemeral revision of
the tariff on protection lines, as any
general tariff revision would require
many months, and the need is more
revenue at once. We believe that a
simple measure increasing all duties of
the dutiable list, and taking from the
free list a few amticles always on the
dutiable list until August, 1894, and
which have always been important re-
venue-producers, and limiting the op-
eration of such legislation to about
two years and @ half--until the pres-
ent deficiency of revenue is overcome—
ought to receive the approval even of
those who do not favor protection du-
ties on patriotic grounds. A hori-
zontal increase in 15 per cent of ex-
isting duties on all the schedules but
two will give the committee estimate,
about §15,000,000, additional revenue,
and it is estimated will come from
wool, which is taken from the free list,
and from manufactures of woolens,
which are given a compulsory duty

equlvalent to the duty on wool.”

The proposed increase is less than
the duty under the protective (Mckin-
ley) act of 1890, and the committee
£ay this is no measure of what might
be done if mll branches of the Govern-
ment were unanimous in harmony on
protective lines.

COTTON MEN ANTICIPATE WAR.
Memphis, Tenn., Dec. 26.—The Mem-

phis Cotton Exchange passed this re-

solution at a gemeral meeting:

“A matter for the farmenrs to bear
in mind is that at the present time,
when there is a remote possibility of
war, if such should occur, the inevit-
able result thereof would be to depre-
clate the value of cotton and appreci-
ate the value of all food crops. There-
fore, be it

“Resolved, that the Memphis Cot-
ton Exchange urgently recommends to
the producers that the production of
home supplies be made the first con-
sideration in planting operations, for
the coming year, and that the acreage
of cotton be not increased over that
of last year. "
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SAVED ALL ON BOARD.

Dublin, Dec. 26.—The large three-
masted vessel seen on Tuesday last
fiying signails of distress in Kingstown
3ay turns out to be the Russian bark
Palme, Capt. Eriksen, from Liverpool
on Dec. 18 for Mobile, Ala. As cabled
at the time a lifeboat which went to
her assistance was capsized and her
crew of sixteen men drowned, and a
second lifeboat which attempted to as-
sist the Palme was capsized and re-
turned to the shore with the greatest
difficulty. The crew of the Palme cut
away her masts, and all on board,
eighteen souls in aill, were rescued by a
passing steamer today. The reecued

people included the captain’s wife and
child, , - : s
