Vancouver, Aug. 18.—~When ex-Attor-
ney-General Martin was shown the
Colonist editorial to-day calling upon Mr.
Cotton to deal with Mr. Martin’s charge
against him of falsifying the records of
a council meeting, he made the following
statement:

“The charge brought by me against
Mr. Cotton was of falsifying the records
of an executive council meeting, at
which the Deadman’s Island matter was
discussed. 'We were mearly all after-9
noon considering the question, but no
conclusion was arrivgd at, and the mat-
ter was agreed to be laid over for further
consideration,

“ Shortly atterwards Mr. Ludgate took-
possession of the island, and Mayor Gar-
den wired to Mr. Cotton, asking him
what the government intended to do.
Mr. Cotton replied that the governmment
had decided to have the question of title
determined before they decided what to
do with the island.

“Upon seeing this statement in the
Vancouver' papers, I immediately wired
to Mr., Cotton and Mr. Semlin, drawing
their attention to.the fact that the gov-
ernment had decided no such thing.
Afterwards I went to Victoria and
found that Mr. Cotton, who kept the
records of the council meetings, had
made an entry in the minutes of what
had been done on May 4, to the same
effect as he had telegraphed to Mayor
Garden. I also found that, during my
absence, he had endeavored to have this
record slipped through and approved by
the council. This was prevented by oue
member ‘of the council, who pointed out
that no such decision had been arrived
at by the coungil. = At a full meeting of
the council held after I had returned to
Victoria, this question of falsification of
the records of the counci] was brought
up, and. the -entry made-by Mr. Odttun
was scored out. f »

“If I am not telling the truth in re-

gard to this matter, Mr. Cotton can pro-
duce the beoks in which those records
were made and show conclusively that
my story is incorrect. I am sure that
every effort has been made to induce him
to produce this book, but .so far without
success. I intend to bring the matter
up next session, but no doubt by that
time the book will be lost, as Mr. Cotton
has it in his own possession,
_“When Mr. Cotton found that his de-
m?wate attempt to impose his own ideas
with regard to Deadman’s Island upon
the council was a failure, and having to
meet the ' charge of telegraphing to
Mayor Garden his own ideas with re-
gard to Deadman’s Island as the conclu-
sion of the government, he attempted to
mect this charge by explaining that he
and Mr. Semlin had taken up the matter
and decided it on behalf of the govern-
ment. He claimed that they had the
right to do this, owing .to the extreme
emergency of the case. As a matter of
fact, there is no emergency in the matter.
Mayor Garden had no right whatever
!n‘dmnnnd from the government a state-
ment of their poliey.

‘"To show further how absolutely
without foundation the excuse is, at the
time that Mr. Cotton claims that he and
Mr. Semlin decided this, there is an
entry in the minutes of council, stating
that the matter had already been decid-
ol by the full council. If the council
hud decided the question on the 4th of
May in the way that Mr. Cotton had
entered it in the minutes, why was it
hecessary for him or Mri Semlin to
take the matter up again and decide it
~ "I quite sympathize with the Colonist
in thinking that it is about time that Mr.
Cotton should make some public state-
ment with regard to this serious charge.
When he does so, I suppose his answer
will 'be ‘one that the public ean take
some stock in, and not such®a statement
as he has made with regard to the late
change in the government. As to that,
he affirms that Mr. Semlin’s. action in
asking.for my resignation came as a
complete surprise to him. I have not
yet met a man, whether friendly or un-
friendly to Mr. Cotton, who would say
that he believed this statement.”

CONTRACT LET

Ottawa Government at Last
Entrusts Service to Respon-
sible Contractors.

From Our Own 00rresp}ndont. ® -
7 Ottawa, ‘Aug. 18—The gbvernment
has awarded a four years’ contract “ to
the Canadian Development Co. for the
tonveyance of mails to and from Dawson
by Skagway and the Upper Yukon route.

The company are building.posts 20
miles apart and securing dog and horse
teams for winter service.

WRECKED ON THE YUKON.

Steamer Louise Goes Down With a Val-
uable Cargo Belonging to United
States Government,

Seattle, Aug, 17.—News is brought to
the city by passengers on the Alliance of
the wreck of the Alaska Commercial
Company’s steamer Louise on the Yu-
kon, a short distance above St, Michael.
The disaster occurred on July 31, and
resulted in the total loks of a government
cargo, amounting to about $100,000.

The steamer was chartered by the gov-
ernment to haul three barges, containing
cargoes of government supplies for Ram-
part and Circle City, up the Yukon. The
steamer .left St. Michael on the day be-
fore the disaster, with one barge lashed
to each side, and fastened by meaas of
guy-ropes in front Twenty-four hours
out one of the guy-ropes broke, and the
barge swinging around loosened the oth-
ers. ‘The shock -in striking the side of
the boat turned one of the barges upside
down, and the entire contents were lost.
The other two barges,  after drifting
about among the ‘rocks, “were’ finally
beached. A fraction of the cargo had
gone .into the river, and what stil] re-
mained on board was so -thoroughly dam-
aged as to.be of little or no value,

In the meantime the big steamer, while
trying to save the barges from destruc-
tion, went on a rock. A huge hole was
punched ' through her bottom, and she
settled rapidly in 10 feet of water.

When the Alliance left St. Michael on
August 6 the Louise had been raised,
and a crew was engaged in pumping her
out. Beyond the water damage to her
appointments, and the hole in her bot-
tom, the vessel is all right.

When 1 saw beyond a
doubt that the handwriting of the bor-
dereau was Esterhazy’s, and seeing that
the documents mentioned therein might
have been supplied by Msterhazy; that
the words, ‘I am _"going to the
manoeuvres,” could perfectly well apply
to - Esterhazy, and that Esterhazy had
seecretaries at his disposal to copy a docu-
ment so voluminous as the firing manual,
I resolved to consult the secret dossier,
to see what part of the treachery might
be ascribed to Dreyfu$, and to assure
myself whether the ' dossier contained
anything indicating Hsterhazy,

‘1 frankly admit I ‘Wwas stupefied on
reading the secret dossier. I expected
to find matters of gravity therein, and
found, in short, nothing but a document
which might apply just as much to
Esterhazy as to Dreyfnﬁ) an unimportant

‘“ Before starting to see Gen. Gonz, I
copied a note, four pages in length,
which I made September 1, containing
my resume of the Esterhazy affair.
When I informed Gen. Gonz of all that
had occurred, he remarked: ‘So -a mis-
take has been made.’ After my inter-
view with Gen. Gonz I did not work
any longer on my own initiative. 1
said “nothing move until the return of
Gen. Gonz September 15. At that time
Hsterhazy was ot the great manoeuvres.”

Next the witness dwelt on the rumors
in September, 1896, of the project of re-
placing Dreyfus by a man of straw, and
the discovery of the forged letter sup-
posed to be connected with the same
project. At about-the same time the
campaign for and against Dreyfus was
started by the newspapers.

f At this stage Col. Picquart, who had
been speaking for two and a half hours,
was visibly distressed. He had oeca-
sional attacks of coughing, but managed
to continue, Col. Jouauste not showing
any inclination to suspend tt}e session
of the court in order to give him needed
rest. ‘The witness then turmed to the
newspaper attacks on Dreyfus, saying
that the information regarding the bor-
dereau contained in them convinced him
that they had been ingpired by some one
closely ~connected ‘ with the Dreyfus
affair. They could#ot be attributed to
the Dreyfus family, while they contained
éxpressions familiar to Paty de Clam,
whom it would be interesting to hear on
the subject. Witness then said he asked
permission to inquire into the sources of
the articles, but was forbidden to inter-
fere in any way whatever. :

Describing his interview with Gen
Gonz on September: 1, Picquart said:
“ When I asked for permission to con-
tinue the investigation, insisting upon
the danger of allowing the Dreyfus
family to proceed with their investiga-
tion alone;, the General replied that it
was impossible, in his opinion and that
of the minister of Wwar, to.re-open the
affair. When I /pressed the point in
order to make Gen. Gonz -understand
that nothing could prevent its re—opgning
if it could be believed Dreyfus was inno-
cent, Gen. Gonz replied: ,It‘you say
nothing, nobody will know. General,
I replied firmly, ‘what you tell me is
abominable. I do mnot know.what I
shall de, but I won’t carry this secret
with me.’ (Great sensation). I at
once left' the room,” added .the witness;
“that is what occurred. I know my
account of this is disputed, but I posi-
tively swear it.” said Picqnart, as he
emphatically smote ‘the bar in front of
the witness-box an‘d—lv_ooked in the diree-
tion of the General.

The next feature was his recital of the

intrigues against him. The press, he
said, was employed by Henry with the
view of fixing on the witness the blame
for communicating information to the
newspapers.  Then turning to the dis-
tant- mission upon which - he was des-
patched, Piequart desecribed the irrita-
tion he felt when he saw he was being
removed because he was ‘'no longer
wanted as head of the intelligence de-
partment. He explained that if this dis-
grace had been frankly avowed, it would
have been  much less painful to him.
The Oolonel also said that during his
absence his correspondence was tam-
pered with. Dealing with his mission
to Tunis, which Piequart said ought to
have been entrusted to a commissary of
police, witness declared it was then that
Henry abandoned his underhand in-
trigues and began a campaign of open
persecution. Henry wrote .to the wit-
ness, aceusing him of communicating in-
formation to the press, disclosing the
contents of secret documents, ‘and with
attempting fo suborn officers in eonnec-
tion with the Petit Bleu.

It was then Piequart learned of * the
existence of the forged secret.document
directed against him, and foresaw his
own ruin if ' the Dreyfus cuse was re-.
opened, and to safeguard himself he en-
trusted to a lawyer friend a’cértain let-
ter from, Gen.  Gonz, at the game time
acquainting the lawyer with Aghat he
knew -of - Hsterhasy, ‘afid eitrusting the
lawyer with how he sheould intervene,
“if the ocecasion demanded it *-This
lawyer, M. Lebois, communicated- with
M. Schurer Kestner, then one of the
vice-presidents of the senate, and the
representations of the latter to the Pre-
mier followed. @'When Piequart’s fur-
lough was due, Gen. Leclere, command-
ing in Tunis," was ordered to send Pie-
quart to the frontier of Tripoli. Leclere
commented to the witness on this ab-
normal order, and Piequart eonfided to
the General the reasons for it, and his
belief in the ' innocence of Dreyfus.
Gen. Leclere thereupon ordered Picquart
not to go beyond Gabes. In the mean-
time the campaign in Paris was con-
tinued. Esterhazy appeared among the
witness’ accusers.

Picquart here created a sensation by
incidentally remarking that the judges
in 1894 were shamefully deceived in
having the document containing the
words “ Cette Canaille de Dieu? com-
municated to them., Witness then bit-
terly recited the delays and the various
machinations with the view of inerimin-
ating him instigated by Henry, Ester-
hazy and Paty de Clam.

Col. Jouauste, president of the court,
having asked for explanations on certain
points, Picquart said: “If T tell you
all this, gentlemen, it is to show what
must have been the mental attitude
towards me of the members of the
court-martial which tried Esterhazy.”
(Murmurs “of assent). S

When he resumed his deposition the
witness said he regretted he had not
been—given the opportunity to contradict
his accusers at that court-martial. “I
have almost finished my task,” added
Picquart, “but I ask permission to
refer to the way the bordereau came to
the war office. I have doubts in regard
to the person who brought the bordereau.
Two quite different persons could cer-
tainly have delivered the borderean in
1894, But if an intelligent person had
delivered it, he would certainly have in-
sisted on the value of the contents.”

Fort Niagara, N. Y.; Fort , Hithan Allem,
Vt.; Fort Leavenworth, Kansas; Jefi-
erson Barracks, Mo.; and South Farm-
ington, Mass. The organization of the
ten new 'regiments will give Gen. Otis.
a total of 62,451 men, and in additiem
to this force it is proposed ‘to inerease
the hospital corps in the Philippines to
2,000 and to increase the number wﬁ
medical officers, so that Gen. Otis :
have an army practically of 65,000 mem.

The enlistment of ten additional regh
ments will make the total voluntess
force in service number 30,507 m
leaving but 4,493 men of the 35,000
authorized uncalled for, and the total
strength of the army about 95,000 men,

It appears from to-day’s orders thwd
the new regiments are to be mainly re-
cruited in New England and the' Mi
and Oentral States, It is  said we
special effort is to be made to secure ye-
cruits, in the Southern States. This je
due, it is said, to the experience of the
officers who operated in that quarter fer
recruits for the ten volunteer regimenfis
just organized. The only place_n whese
difficulty was experienced were in Geen
gia, Alabama, the Carolinas and the
Gulf States, and the two Northwesterm
