Dr. Klamke received his medical ed-
ucation in Copenhagen, ‘where he was
born aud spent the greater part of his
life. ‘Three years ago he embarked
for America, and steered for the West
after .a short stay in New York. 'He
has practiced medicine in Ilwaco for
two_years, and was previously located
at Enumclaw.

Mrs. Klamke will not accompany her

husband to the front, but will return
to her home in Copenhagen-to await
the close of the war.
_ Dr.. KiamKe lias-a trace of Russian
‘blood in his veins: and  sympathizes
with the pedpl& of the Czar. He speaks
English  and . German d#uently, and a
smattering of French. He has not yet
reached his thirtieth year.

“It has been the dream of my life”
said - Dr. Klamke, in ‘speaking "of his
trip, *“to see active surgical service,
and -I made up my mind long ago that
if the time ever came I would go to
the front. -Influential Russian friends
helped me in 'getting the appoirtment.
I received notice of my appointment:
last week, with instructions to start
for the East immediately.

/AII the merchants seem to have réad
with' ideep interest -and hope the imter-
views with Mr.. Andrew R. Tufts, of
Shanghai, which have appeared in the
‘Colonist, and several expressed surprise
that such a man should not be invited
to deliver «a lecture under the auspices
of the Victoria Board of Trade on the
subject of Oriental trade. He seems to
be in all directions competent to give
a most instructive talk to the city mer-
chants on such a subject.

Dhe great advantages possessed by
Victoria over all other competitors for
that trade on the Pacific coast are.
first, its proximity to the Orient; sec-
ond, the suitability of its situation for
the manufacture of all products of
wheat, such as flour, bran, middlings,
chop and other by-products, thus saving
to the shipper the encrmous railway
tolls which simply put Viectoria and
almost all of Oanada, out of the compe-
tition for this class of trade in the Far
Hast. If mills could be erected here
that would manufacture those products
on 4 vast scale, anticipating mot pailtry
carload orders, but shipload orders; Vie-
toria could compete most suecessfully
with any part of the world in those
foodstuffs in the Orient.

The impetus which the erection here
of guch manufactures would give to the
agricultuwal industries of the country,
not only of the'Island; but-also: of -the
irmense fertile areas’ of the Mainland,
would be beyond caleulation. Amd to
stimulate the agriculture of the country
¥ to stimulate every other branch of
industry,

Another sterling advantage possessed
by Vietoria, as pointed out.by the mer-

nts ip discussing- the matter, is. the
facility with' wihieh imanufactured goods
can be shipped here for the Orient. This
is the ome point in Canada where
Oriental traffic ean be worked up do
something like the proportions which
the American, trafic with those Far
Hastern coumstries has assumed. Those
who have thought the métter out say
that Vietoria hss now every induces
ment to throw aelf enthusiastically into
this splendid avenue for trade, as a
rival of the Sound and Portland, whose
wealth and greatness, to a very large
extent, have been founded upon the
Oriental ' traffic. ‘ ;

According to the representative mer-
‘chants spoken to, .there should be a
decided movement toward the formation
of a Victoria Merchant Traders’ Oriant-
al Trafic Association for the express’
porpose of exploiting the golden mar-
kets of the Orient.

‘The present war will offer no obstacls,
to the fostering of this trade; the best
informed ‘declare that the longer it lasts
the better are the orders for such pro-
ducts as those mentioned likely to be.
Amnd after the war, more particularly
if Japan wine, the Orient will be ua-
rivalled as a market for many of the
produets which Canada, and especially

It is understood that the work of
organizing a company of Victoriane to
enter the Oriental trading field in eam-
est is progressing favorably, and that
yery soon the amnouncement of particu-
lars will be in order.
