. THE QUALIFICATIONS OF JUDGES.
.1 In the supreme court of the United States
there are |practicdlly two vacancies to ‘be
filled by President Arthur, and the pews-
papers are discussing the qualifications
therefor, Asput by the New York Tribune,
many, of them are applicable to nom'nees
for the bench in Canada ;

‘A model appointee to the supreme
bench would be a man of about fifty, in
robust health, accustomed to hard work,
and with an excellent reputation for clear-
ness, breadth, accuracy and judicial temper,
gained by service upon the bench of one
of the state or federal courts. . We need not
say that he sbould also be well grounded in
the republican ideas of citizenship and of

As for the age qualification we are in-

comparatively young men &uing on the
bench, ' In-onr provincial gsiits, as a rale,
the appoiutees should not be over forty, and
in the federal supreme couit not over fifty.
It is out of such men that good hard work
is to be expected.

The qualification of being well grounded
in federal and provincial law is of even more
importance to Canadians than to our neigh-
bors. For many of the questions at issue
between the states and the union have been
settled ; but.we are only beginning to ap-
proach the issues between the provinces and
the federal authority, and in the settlement
of these only men thoroughly grounded in
the relations of the local and the central
powers should be entrusted therew.th.

NEWSPAPER WASTE.
Political economists frequently discourse
on waste as a prolific' source of poverty
and of the unequal distribution of wealth—
waste of time, of material, of energy, If
the time that the world has misspent for a
century were available, all now living
might add a decade ‘to' their existence ; 'if
the material that has been wasted could be
collected and distributed, all would be rich;

CANADIAN INDEPENDENCE,
To the Editor of The Toronto World.

SirR,—I am glad to hear fromi ¢ Een
Lamond” that he is in faver of Canadian
independence, His first letter did not
reveal this much, and for anything I may
have said which hurt his feelings I am
sorry. For on thissubject of independence,
although we are not both equally sanguine
regarding it, we may, I think, shake hands
and fraternize. There are one or two, mis-
taken ideas betrayed by ‘‘ B:n Lamond” in
his second letter, of which I will endeavor
to convince him. Hesays: “I do: nos,
however, believe in -immediate indepen-
dence, as I think our credit in the money
markets of the world  would be endangered
if such an event were to happen at present.”
And why would our credit endangered ?
The British ‘&ovemment does not eaderse
our notes. e borrow upon the ¢-sessable
wealth of the whole country; and unless
we started out upon our new and inden-
pendent course by repudiating our debts,
which we are by po means likely to do,
there is not the slightest reascn
our ' credit.
A growing and industrious = conne
try euch as Canada is, is hardly like-
ly to lose, her . credit because she hag
roused. herself into still greater acts of
industry andi self.reliancy; but on the
coutrary, by lifting herself into her pro-

er posiiion ameng nations, and showine
to the world her determination to maintain
that position, her credit would certainly
be improved rather than endangered.

The argament too often advaaced Ly
men opposed to judependence; that Cana 1a
can now depend upon the army and navy
of Great Britain coming to . her defercs,
may likely prove a delusion.
