Atooet Balance of Trade.

To the Editor of The World.
Sir : I do not wish to interfere in the 

discussion being carried on in the columns 
of The World between Protectionist and 
Mr. Jury, nor is it my purpose to attempt 
a discussion at length on the balance of 
trade question, still a word or two is sug­
gested to me by Mr. Jury’s letter of yes­
terday. It would be at once unfair and 
untruthful to charge Mr. Jury with incon­
sistency on this question, for the view he 
now holds and maintains is the one Which 
he has ever held since his voice has been 
heard in Canadian politics. It is simply 
this, a balance of trade against a: countfy 
means that there is more wealth coming 
into that country than is going out of it. 
This has all along been Mr. Jury’s view and 
it is the view of the school of political 
economists to which he belongs. At first 
glance it strikes one as being sound, and it 
would be did our exports pay for our im­
ports, or did we receive as profit on the 
carrying trade enough to make up the dif-. 
ference. In other words there would be 
no reason to be “exercised” about an ad­
verse balance of trade did we not go in 
debt for that balance, 
however, we do go in debt for a very large 
portion of our adverse balance, and the 
interest on this forms a yearly increasing 
burden which is borne by our producers 6: 
wealth. Let us suppose a case. Assume 
that we have for export five million bushels 
wheat and that the price is one dollar per 
bushel, we import say five million dollars 
worth of some line of goods. The trade is 
equal. But suppose the price of wheat 
fails to sixty cents per bushel it is evident 
that if we import the five million dollars 

rth of goods we run into debt for the 
two millions which the wheat would fail 
to pay for. To carry the matter a little 
farther. Assume that in the five millions 
of goods there is three millions of material 
and two of labor. It is evident that if in­
stead of importing the whole thing we im­
ported the three millions of material and 
added the two millions of labor here, we 
would, in the first of the cases above sup­
posed, have a favorable balance “of two 
millions and, in the second case, avoid go­
ing into debt. This may not be sound 
political economy, but I thick it just about 
puts the matter as it obtains iu Canada.

Wonderful, how­
ever, are tho machinery and the discipline of 
this gigantic house of carnage. I shall never 
eat pork 5again, if ever I do eat pork 
again, without having in my mind's e~~ 
the image, at once grim and comic, of a swiit 
demise and a sudden transformation.

Sir : “An honest confession is good for 

Mr. Jury says that he still be­
lieves the prosperity of the country can be 
measured by its power to buy, and that he 
is “not in the least exercised over our inw 
ports under protection.” At this rate his 
own figures spiced with the free trade 
fallacy that the consumer in all cases pays 
the duty ought to satisfy him that Canada 
is steadily progressing under protection. 
According to those figures and notions our 
Imports in 1883 cost us 8146,309,327.97 
against §1,405,324.17 in 1873, or a balance 
of purchasing power of $5,777,003 80 in 
favor of protection independent of a goodly 
sum spent in encouraging home industries 
and in furnishing profitable employment 
for home labor.
distinction between purchasing power and 
imports. Under a revenue tariff no doubt 
they approximate very nearly ; but under 
a protective tariff they can not indicate 
much more than the amount expended on 
luxuries which affluence will have at any 
cost, and on articles not to be found 
on the home market. Under the free trade, 
the imports may be said to represent our 
power to purchase. Under protection they 
merely represent our loose change. Protec­
tionists also believe that capital produces 
capital. Free traders tacity deny this fact 
when they insist that our purchasing power 
is best applied when it is used to pay Jfpr 
foreign labor and to force foreign manufac­
tures for which, in many cases, Canada has 
facilities far superior to those of our would- 
be workshops. These hints may convince 
Mr. Jury that protectionists can only agree 
with him when his propositions are self- 
evident or capable of a practical, not a 
theoretical, demonstration.

Protectionist’s memory is about as good 
as the average; but he cannot recollect 
of ever hearing any of the pro­
moters of protection promising that 
it would do anything more thaù 

= relieve the country from the hard times 
and burdens imposed upon it in a great 
measure by the do-nothing policy of a 
self-sufficient ministry, all ot which it has 
accomplished. He has, however, a clear 
recollection of hearing prominent grit 
stump speakers saying for them all, and 
much more, than Mr. Jury again charges.

The Resell of the Bribery Case.
The Ontario bribery inveetigation being 

now virtually at an end, the two parties 
concerned are busy casting up accounts, 
each to its own satisfaction. The Globe 
asserts, though in subdued tones, that the 
charges have been proved and the tory 
party blackened with guilt, while the 
Mail continues ta make itself ridiculous by 
talking about “the grit conspiracy,” and 
shrieks out that the enquiry has been a 
fizzle.

No sensible man expected anything else 
from blind and dishonest partisans.

The "appointment oi the commission was 
an imperative duty on the part of the gov­
ernment, and both parties in the legis­
lature unanimously assented to it. The 
public honor of the province demanded a 
searching investigation into the foul crime 
which had been committed. It is to the 
credit of Messrs. Meredith and Morris 
that they put no stumbling block in the 
way. The Mail has steadily sought to 
thwart inquiry, to conceal and distort the 
fsots, and to ridicule the commissioners, 
only because it felt bound to 
shield its guilty manager. All right- 
thinking men however, conservatives 
as well as liberals, will be thankful to the 
commissioners for faithfully and impar­
tially performing the task assigned to 
them.

We will try to summarize briefly what, 
to our mind, the enquiry has established. 
No one can successfully deny that it has 
established the broad fact which was the 
base of the charges, that attempts were 
made to bribe and corrupt certain mem­
bers of the house with the view of defeat­
ing the government. .Tjiis crime haa been 
clearly brought ;jwjre to .JBnnting, Meek 
and Wilkinson, and. Abe money has 
been traced to Stimeon or Lynch, but 
no farther. It is beyond dispute that 
these men were acting in the interest of 
the conservative party, but the evidence 
fails to connect Mr. Meredith or Sir John, 
or any of the other leaders of the party, 
either at Toronto or Ottawa, with the plot 
in any way. Of course people may infer 
or surmise what they like, but of proof 
there is none, that the heads of the con­
servative party knew anyting of the base 
designs which were being wrought in their 
name, or that they were other than the 
victims of false and unscrupulous sup­
porters.

This, we take it, is the sum and sub­
stance of what has been proved. In some 
respects there has undoubtedly been a 
failure of evidence, notably in the tracing 
of the money. The revelations, such as 
they are, however, are bad enough in all 
conscience. Let our politicians be thank­
ful they are no worse and take warning 
for the future.

The Salvation Army.
Our advocacy of short sermons, together 

‘ with some odd strictures on the peculiar!, 
ties of the salvation army, has led some 
very good people to characterize The World 
as “loose.” If the honest expression of 
opinions which are endorsed by the major­
ity of our common sense readers be 
“loose” we are quite content to b* con­
sidered as such. But if by looseness is 
meant disregard for religion we would 
rather our good friends would disabuse 
themselves of that idea as soon as postible. 
If the advocacy of short services be indi­
cative of looseness, we have the consola­
tion of finding ourselves in excellent com­
pany ; we are in the same boat with some 
of the most reverently religious men of the 
time. To preach of listen to long sermons 
when the thermometer’is registering among 
the eighties,- is conducive neither to phy­
sical nor spiritual health, and we think 
that in the worship of God it is best that 
words should be few and well ordered. 
There is no encouragement in scripture 
for long sermons or long prayers. Short 
sermons and long practice is what tells.

As to the salvation army we are not 
aw$re that we have ever said anything re­
garding it that was untrue. If, as is stated, 
the army is doing a good work, so much 
the better, aud mere power tbdL. All the 
tame we neither believe in, nor have any 
sympathy with religious buffoonery, 
whether it lie displayed in a fashionable 
pulpit, or in the street antics of the salva­
tion army. No one will attempt to deny 
that the most sacred names, held in pro­
found reverence by the religious and the 
good of all ages, have through this agency 
come to be ranted and bandied about in 
connection with low comic tunes in a way 
that is calculated to destroy all reverence 
or things sacred. Granted the army is 

doing a good work, can it not be done 
without the aid of clownish costumes, low
