The Modus Operandl

Some three weeks ago two young men
came to Toronto to work the scheme.
There are & hundred similar fakes that have
been worked and will be worked. They are
all ot the hayfork character. The hayfork
man works the farmers and the advertisin,
fakir works the merchants. The secret o
both fakers is to get the victim to sign
his name to a document specislly
prepured, “‘slick” in‘every word and line
and promoted by all sorts of misrepresenta-
tions ané false inducements. s

Buv this particular fake, so its two pro-
moters claimed last night, is known to only
four others, and had its origin in Cincin-
nati, whence they hail. . They work a town
and then skip to another. "~ They first in-
duce a newspaper to go in with them, sign-
ing a clever contract -with the paper to
_share tae proceeds, the newspaper to take
all responsibility and all"business to be done
in its name, »

Having got this far they go forth among
the business men. They made all scrts of
representations to. them in order to get
them to sign their printed document, which
is now known in Toronto as *“Dyas’ Flying
Roll.” ‘They gave no one a copy of sthe
contract. The fakir went into the office,
unrolled his document, showed the names
he had got to it and solicited signature. As
far as The World could ,gather yesterday
the flying roll 'is worded to the effect that
the signatories agreed to.pay The Mail $16

. for tho insertion of their card in 16 differ-
ent papers, or at the rate of $1 a piece.
Ordinarily, when a merchant makes an ad-
vertising contract he gets a copy of it—in
fact all advertising contracts are printéd in
duplicate. =

The List of Papers.

The papers which it was promised would
print the cards are given below, along-with
their circulation as given in the recognized
newspaper rating book (Rowell). The re-
presentation made by the fakirs was that
the advertiser got his card in The Mail,
with 25,000 circulation, and in 15 other
papers of an average circulation of 3500
each.

But yester-
day The Mail collectors who were around
collecting the $16 told the clients that the
advertisements had been or would be insert-
ed in a dozen of the list.

And shis brings up the next point. The
advertisers thought their cards were to go
in or be inserted and printed in an
integral portion of the papers named.
1t now turns out that The Mail
printed several thousand supplements,
chauged the heads ot cach toauit the several
papers and asked she paper receiving them
to *‘insct” or fold them in with their regu-
lar papers. Asone merchant said, it was
no more inserting the advertisements in
these papers than an advertisoment in the
railway time tables circulated on the Grand
Trunk are inserted in the Toronto papers
when thesc time ~tables ara. - folded in with
them. d

But the most peculiar thing of the whole
business was that when the fakirs went
round to ocollect the $16, and were asked
for proof that the advertisements had been
inserted in the papers named, the collectors
produced the supplements as Tun off in The
Mail office, and whiclghad never been sent

out, and never even inset in the papers in
qriestion. What have Mr. Douglas and Mr.
Dyas to say to this? They have guaranteed
1nsertion in certain papers, they have pro-
daced their so-called proofs thereof, and
have collected the money before some of the
papers-have even folded them in or dis-
tributed them. The Hamilton Spectator,
for instance, has it yet put out the supple-
ment? And yet a supplement credited to
The Hamilton Speotator was shown to-the
doubting advertisers.

One prominent citizen was promised ‘that
the business in which he ‘was interested
should be carefully described and he would
be mentioned as the enterprising feature in
that line of business enterprise, Not one
word of deseription of this trade appeared
and he saw inthat notable supplement only
& short, formal advertisement.

*“The World is right,” said a prominent
business man yesterday. ‘“We paid for that
which we did not get and we were basely
swindled.”

AMERICAN RESIGNS.

ency of Revenue to He Over By
Imposiug An Inceme Tax.

WasamNaTox, Nov. 10.—Ten days or a
fortnight will probably sse the new Demo-
eratio tariff bill given to the publie. The
policy of a revenune tariff will be pretty
closely adhered to in dealing with raw

and considerable cuts will be made on
finished ‘products. There are reasons for
saying vhat the Democratic members will
embudy in the bill substantially all the
“pony” tariff bills which passed the House
fin the fifty-second Congress, providing for
free wool and  reduced duties on wooleu
goods, free  silver ores, reduced duties on
tin plates, free cotton bagging and free tin.
The wool scheduls may be slightly modified
in the definitions of goods. :

But it is believed that the dutieswill re-
main substantially the same, the maximum
being 40 per cent., and the ad valorem rates
below that figure being gradually reduced
& per cent. .

Silver Ores To Be Free.

The provision regarding silver<lead ores
will be substauntially that enacted by the
Fitty-Second Congress that lead ores shall
pay 1 1-2 cents per pound, but that ores in
which the value of the silver is greater than
that of the lead shall be ‘considered silver
ores and exempb from duty.

Tin Plate Reduced.

The duty on tin plate is likely to. be
reduced 2 and 2-10 cents to 1 cemt per
pound for the present, with perhaps a
reduction after & few years to the free list.

Cotton Bagging and Binding Twine.

The bill which passed the House in the
last Congress regarding cotton ing and
binding twine made both absolutely free of
duty, but there has been some opposition to
those provisions on the ground that they
were not in harmony with other parts of the
tariff and a moderate duty may be retained.
Block tin will probably be ‘made free of
duty, as was unanimously voted by the
Ways and  Means Committee -at the last
Congress at the demand of the tin plate
manufacturers.

Chinaware and 8ilk,

The chinaware schedules will. probably
be reduced 10 per cent. om the existing
sales of 80 per cent. and 55 per cent. The
McKinley bill restored the duty om cover-
ings, which are a large element in the cost
of chinuware, and practically made the in-
orease in duty much greater than the ap-
parent change in the ad valorem rate.

The silk interests may not suffer much of
a cut, and r.lﬁe duties may be left at 50 per
cent. as under exis*ing laws.

Trouble Over the Iron Schedule,

The iron schedule will, it is belisved,
give the committes & good deal of trouble
because of the conflict of interests between
vhe New Engiand members who desire free

The exact rate of the income tax has not
been determined, |but it will apply to all
incomes above the amount named, with
certain allowances for house rent and for
loases through fire and other causes. It is
calculated that an immense revenue can be
derived from a very small tax wupon in-
comes earned by professional and busi-
ness men shroughout the ceuntry, and
this will redlize the disproportionate burden
imposed upon the poor by some of the tariff
duties. The adoption of the income tax
will practically settle the question of in-
creases in the internal revenue taxeson
whisky, beer and tobacco. It is possible
that a very small increase will -be made on
whisky, but the rates on tobacco are likely
to be left untouched.,

31 from Denver, Colorado. = The
day of his arrival at Danville
he created a semsation by pulling
off his boots and wading through
the puddles of water in- the street bare-
footed, He was arrested and adjudged in-
sane, but managed to escape and came
direct to this city. ;

Stokes’ bag at the Queen’s they found
s iars ‘of vise and a letter dated
Denveér, Colorado, addressed to Andrew M.
Co d, New York; in which the writer
said that he had a great financial scheme on
hand which would “pay & thousandfold,”
and asked for §100 as a necessary prelimin-
ary to insuring suceess in the scheme.

_ A Prospective Milliouaire,
Andrew Copeland is the New York finan
cial agent for Stokes and. sends him remis.
tances, and for this reason has been in
constant communication with him. Stokes
is liberally provided for, and when his
mother dies he will come into possession of
$1,000,000.
