Since its formation the society has contributed
to the saving of 24,372 shipwrecked persons,
for which services it has granted 968 gold and
and silver medals, besides pecuniary rewards
to the amount of £50,020. Notwithstauding
the peril and exposure incurred by the crews
last year, only one life was lost from the 256
life boats of the society, although about 12,000
men were out in them in all occasions dunng
the twelve months.
