TO THE WOMEN OF CANADA

The Canadian Trade Commission 
is undertaking an extensive inquiry 
into conditions in the Dominion for 
the purpose of promoting an expan­
sion of “after-war" trade. It is felt, 
for reasons which will bo easily un­
derstood by all women, that a return 
to pre-war standards in trade, as in 
all other national aims and aspir­
ations, even if it werg possible, 
would not meet the new need, as the 
huge financial burdens of the war 
and its consequences will have to be 
borne for many years to come.

The women of Canada, singly and 
through their organizations, have 
shown by whole-hearted support 
given to national effort in food how 
great their collective influence may 
be in other directions. In every 
national undertaking during the war, 
the sympathy, understanding and 
active co-operation of women were 
proved to be essential. For the 
present and the immediate future, 
there is on women especially the 
obligation to see that 'purchases for 
the homes are made in such a way 
that the effect will be to stabilize 
Canadian trade'. Wherever possible, 
they should buy only Canadian pro­
duce and Canadian products, because 
this will give employment in addit­
ional lines of production to returned 
soldiers and to those, many thousand 
in number, who were formerly oc­
cupied in war work. In this way, 
they will not only insure employ­
ment for our workers, but they will 
help also to lessen the financial 
pressure which is likely to be in­
creasingly felt.

Without entering exhaustive into 
the field of national economics, 
women will quickly realize that 
every dollar sent out of the country 
for commodities which can be pro­
duced at home will affect the . finan­
cial situation adversely and at onco. 
.Vs the women of Canada purchase 
about 90% of the commodities used 
in our domestic life, a realization by 
them of their power to re-make and 
vitalize Canadian trade and finance 
is a first step towards relieving the 
situation and safeguarding the nat­
ional future.

For every million dollars retained 
in Canada by a refusal to buy other 
than Canadian goods, a year's con­
tinuous employment can be given to 
at least 1,000 people.

The Canadian Trade Commission

is endeavoring by other means to 
encourage and develop our domestic 
manufactures and to utilize every 
réserve of resource in (ihe Dominion. 
To do this it will be' their aim to 
turn to the best account the work 
of Canadians in the factory as well 
as the field—to induce our people as 
far as practicable to make at home 
the things we need at home.

The same spirit of patriotic sup­
port shown from to-dav in the pur­
chase of things made at home as was 
shown during the food campaign and 
in all national efforts for war, would 
remedy much of this great adverse 
trade balance without further mach­
inery. An adverse balance means a 
lessening of our power to recon­
struct Canadian trade, and to main­
tain and promote good wages and 
favorable living conditions. It is 
therefore an immediate and impor­
tant duty for Canadian women 
wherever and whenever possible to 
insist on getting Canadian-made 
goods, and to help in making the 
national trade-mark, “Made in Can­
ada," one of a high standard of ex­
cellence in our domestic as well as 
in foreign markets.

What Bolshevists Wish to do

What the Bolshevists demand is a 
revolution in the established order 
of modern society which would deny 
authority and the means of liveli­
hood to any but those professing 
their principles. They would have 
Labor own the tools of production 
and control the workshops. They 
would divide all land among the 
peasants, and agricultural laborers. 
Their creed means the overthrow of 
the manufacturer and the merchant. 
It menaces the welfaae of every man 
who, by individual initiative and 
ability, has created his own business 
and established his little shop. It 
denies recognition to everything but 
mediocrity. It acknowledges only 
manual workers, There is no place 
in its citizenship for men who have 
made sufficient out of their own 
efforts to retire in their old age upon 
their little savings. Those who direct 
industrial affairs, the professional 
men and women who conduct great 
departments of publie life, are aristo­
crats or bourgeoisie who are permit­
ted to live only at the discretion of 
a tyrannical and ignorant party ex­
ercising an autocratic power as des­
potic and brutal as anything in his­
tory.
