A merger of two of the largest
churches in the city is not an impos-
@ibility. Negotiations are under way
now for the uniomny of Stanley Street
Presbytenian Church and the Domin-
ion Square Methodist Church. Both
are alike in that they are homeless,
each having sold its property on
Stanley street and Dominion square
within the last few months. They
are alike, too, in that they have
each purchased fine sites on the up-
per level in Westmount, where they
plan to erect ‘modern structures in
the near future.

There was but little warning. A
resounding crack alarmed them and
panic spread from one end to the
other of the beach, while women be-
gan to shirek. Then occurred a des-
perate rush for the stairways as the
flooring’' gave way and the victims
slid into the gaping hole, as into a
Luge funnel.

Soon the huge pile of wreckage,
marking the site of the dead and
wounded, was surrounded by a dense
throng, whicho verwhelmed the com-
paratively few policemen on the
Strand, and for some time rendered
futile every effort at rescue.

The police could not get through
the crowds, even when Chief of Police
Austin gathered his entire foree on
the scene. An appeal was sent to
Los Angeles, twenty-four miles away,
for reinforcements. - These came in
autos, and after helping to drive
back the thousands of anxious and
overwrought people, they assisted in
gluccoring the injured and removing
the bodies of the dead.
