It
should also be intelligible as well; un-
less the words sung be understood, it is
a useless, if not harmful, element.
Nothirg is more helpful when properly
rendered, or dreary when perverted,
than church music. The wise minister
will see that both hymns ann tunes are
consistent with gospel facts, and sung
with the spirit and the understanding.

One of the chief objects of a preach-.

er’s life should be to have the people
realize Paul’s ideal of singing with the
spirit and the undexs!anding“ also.
