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LENTEN REGULATIONN.

The Lenten Regulations toe be dio-
ce<enf New Westininster, for the year
1896, will be as follows :—

1. By dispensation obtained from
the Holy See, on the 7th of August,
1879, and on the lith of December,
1803, the use of flesh mcat i~ allowed
in this diocese, at. the principal meal,
on Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursday - and
Saturdays, throughout Len:. exeept
on Saturday in Fmber Week, and
Thur«day and =aturda) o Holy
Week.

2. Meat is allowed at every meal on
all Rundays throughont Lent.

3. Persons who are not oblived to
fast may use tlesh meat at every meal
on those days when it is allowed at
the principal meal,

{. The wse of flesh meat and iish at
the siume meal is prohibited.

S, Fhe use of white meate that is,
milh. butier, cheese and egge- by dis-
pensaton s allowed on alt days
throughout Lent.

6. Tt s permifted Lo use drippings
or Jard, imstead of butter ors oil, in
prepaving vietuals, not only duaring
Lent, but also on all days of absti-
nenee throughout the year,

7. Persons using the above dispensa-
tions are hound to atone for their sins
by other works of penmance. and o
wive alms according to their means,
the use of which ixdetermined by the
Bishop.
