within a period of one month are favourable. The Secreta
General shall inform ail the Menihers and Associate Members 9
the Director of the Consultative Comniittee concerned of
resuit of the consultation.

(3) The conditions under which any administratil
recognized private operating agency or international organizati
may withdraw from participation in the work of a Consujtati
Comniittee are laid down in Chapter 20, paragraph 5 of th'
REegulations.

3. (1) Scientific or industrial organizations, which
engaged in the study of telecominunication problems or in'
design or manufacture of equipment intended for telecommull
tion services, may be admitted to pa4icipate in an advise
capacity in meetings of the study groups of the Consultati
Coimnittees, provided that their participation lias received t
approval of the administrations of the countries concerned.

(2) The first request from a scientific or industrial orge'
zation for admission to meetings of study groups of a Consultati
Committee shall be addressed to the Director of the Consutat
Committee ; sucb a request must be approved by the administrai~
of the country concerned.
