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did not come within the present framework of the general
technical assistance programmes., While we have some
difficulty in visualizing the exact sort of project which
might qualify under this resolution, in accordance with
this explanation, the Canadian Delegation will vote in

favour of the resolution,

Following is the text of the resolution adopted
by the General Assembly on October 23, 1953 by a vote of
47 in favour (including Canada), none against, with 13

abstentions:
