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As a resuit of a recent decisioi af the Canadian
auithorities, however, naturalized Canaclians who wiere farmerly
naýtionalis of one af these Allied countries, and Canadians
v.1ih are, at' the~ saîýie tîie, nationals of one of t*lese Allied
ccuntries, are now permîitted, if they so d.esire, ta
volunteer for service with one of the Allied forces.

Ithas also been agreed that persans i--. th-,ese two m,,ain
oaýtecories now serving with the Canaclian ar--ed forces rnay be

eritted ta transfer ta rne of these A114ied farces, pravidîng
Micl individuals themselves desire to beý transferred, and
Pro-viding the Conm-anding Officer of th-e a1cntfor transfer
àgrees that such action ivili not adversely affect thie Canaclian
ar effort.

In future, therefore, such persons, wvho for personal
rea-sans would prefer ta serve with an Allied forimation wvith wihi(
bhey ïý-ay feel more closely assacîatced, -will ')e eligi-!le ta
lolunteer for active service with one af these Allied forinatici
