
2. Upon being satisfied that the circunstances s0 warrant, the State Party
in whose territoiy thie offender or alleged offiender is present shall take the
appropriate measures under its national law so as to ensure that person's
presence for the purpose of prosecution or extradition.

3. Any person regarding whoin the miasures referred to in paragraph 2 of
the present article are being taken shall b. entitled:

(a) To communicate without delay with the nearest appropriate
representative of the State of which that person la a national or
which is otherwise entitled to protect that person's rights or, if
that perron la a stateless perron, the State in the territory of
whlch that perron habitually resides;

(b) To b. visited by a representative of that State;

(c) To be inforzned of that person's rights under subparagrapbs (a)
and (b).

4. The rights referred to ini paragraph 3 of the present article shall b.
exercised in confornity with the laws and regulations of the State in the territory
of which the offender or alleged. offender la present, subjeet to the provision that
the said laws and regulations must enable full effeot to b. given to the purposes
for which thie rights accorded under paragraph 3 are intended.

5. The provisions of paragraphs 3 aid 4 of the present article shall be
without prejudice to the right of any State Party having a claim to jurisdiction i
accordance with aricle 9, paragraph 1 (é) or 2 (c), to ivite the International
Conixiee of the Red Cross to commnmicate with and visit the alleged offender.

6. When a State Party, pursuant to the present article, bas taken a perron
into custody, it shai lmnmediately notify, directly or through the Secretary-
General of the United Nations, the States Parties which have established
jurisdiction in accordance with article 9, paragraphs 1 and 2, and, if it considers
kt advisable, aiy other interested States Paries, of the fact that that perron la i
custody and of the cfrcumstances which warrant that person's detention. The
State which makes the investigation contemplated i paragraph 1 of the present
article shaHl promptly inform the said States Parties of its fandings and shall
idicate whether it itends to exercisejurisdiction.
