ON APRIL 17, 1957, NOTES WERE EXCHANGED WITH THE GOVERNHENT OF
NORWAY TO PROVIDE FOR THE CONTINUATION FOR A REASONABLE TIME OF
LIMITED CANADIAN TRAINING FACILITIES FOR NORWEGIAN AIRCREY STUDENTS.
THIS AGREEMENT, WHICH WAS CONCLUDED AS CANADA S NATO AIR TRAINING
