Mr. J. H. Horner (Crowfoot): Mr. Speaker, 1 should like to
direct a question to the Ninister of Transport. In light of the
government's announced intention to discontinue its assistance
for commuter services, does the minister still intend to go
ahead with his commuter rail service between Mirabel airport
and the city of Montreal?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Transport): Mr. Speaker, 1
am certainly glad to see the hon. member for Crowfoot back in
the House. 1 want himn to know that 1 have missed him, even
though 1 will have to say that the two parts of his question
prescrnt some difficulty for me in view of the fact that one part
is, s0 far as 1 know, wrong and the other is somewhat
speculative. The fact of the matter is that as far as commuter
services are concerned we do have a standing program, which
was announced a year ago, for assistance in connection with
commuter operations.
