on any amendment thereto, shah! be deemed 10 have been put and a
recorded division on the same shahl be deemed to have been
requested and deemed to be deferred until 1.00 o'clock p.m. that
day;

That the sitting stand suspended until 1.00 o'clock p.m., when the
Speaker shahl cause the belIs to ring for 15 minutes 10 cal! in the
Members, following which the said recorded division or divisions
shahl be called, following which the House shah! stand suspended
until 3.00 o'clock p.m., at which time Statements by Members and
Oral Questions will be called, followed by Routine Proceedings,

That, on Wednesday, November 29, 1989, the Orders of the Day
shahl be a non-votable Opposition motion as a Supply Proceeding.

MEASURE TO AMEND

The Flouse resumed consideration of the motion of
Mr. Lewis that Bill C-43, an act respectmng abortion, be
read the second time and referred to a legisiative
committee.

Mr. Ross Harvey (Edmonton East): Mr. Speaker, in
rismng to participate this afternoon on the second readmng
debate of Bill C-43, it is my intention to be brief because
the points I have to make can be made simply and
quickly.

I wish first of ail to say that although I do not share
their views I do respect the deeply held personal,
religious, ethical and moral convictions of those who
cannot bring themselves to support what I consider to be
a woman's night to abortion.

During the federal general election last year it was my
privilege to be invited into many homes in the niding of
Edmonton East and in many of those homes I encoun-
tered constituents who devoutly believed that abortion
was wrong. I do not in any way question the sincerity of
those beliefs. Again, while not agreeing with them, I
recognize them as legitimate beliefs held by those
people.

However, in my opinion-and this opinion was arrived
at over the course of years-the fundamental right of
each Canadian woman to the security of person guaran-
teed her in the Charter of Rights and Freedoms over-
rides ail other considerations in this matter.

If I may, I would lilce to quote Section 7 of the Charter
of Rights and Freedoms:

Everyone has the right 10 life, liberty, and security of the person
and the right flot to be deprived thereof except in accordance with
the principles of fundamental justice.

I can conceive of no greater principle of fundamental
justice than the right to control one's own body. The
right to control one's body is inherent in each and every
individual and so long as that individual can exercise that
control then that right is indivisible.
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
