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One thing luay be said which will speak eloquently in favor of

the organization. The sum lost by the Bank since it was founded

in 1846 by forgery, is under $2,000, and the lois through the

dishonesty of its employes is still less.

If we consider that the amount of cash passing over its coun-

ters during the last year was $41,268,654, we will see evidence of

conHtant care and attention to the smallest details.
