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bottom, and about a quarter of a mile from the jmiuu^.

North Eall ihorc. In this fituation, the South point v^vx/
of the bay bore South by Weft ; and the North
point Weft half North. We moored with the

ftream-anchor and cable, to theNorthward, unbent

the fails, and ftruck the yards and top-mafts. The
ihips continued to be much crowded with natives,

and were furrounded by a multitude of canoes.

I had no where, in the courfe of my voyages,

feen fo numerous a body of people aifembled at

one place. For, befides thofe who had come oflT

to us in canoes, all the fhore of the bay was co-

vered with fpedators, and many hundreds were
fwimming round the ihips like (hoals of fi(h. We
could not but be ftruck with the flngularity of this

fcene ; and perhaps there were few on board who
now lamented our having failed in our endeavours

to find a Northern paflage homeward, laft fummer.
To this difappointment we owed our having it in ,

pur power to revifit the Sandwich Iflands, and to

enrich our voyage with a difcovery which, thoueh
the laft, feemed, in many refpeds, to be the

moft important that had hitherto been made by
Europeans, throughout the extent of the Pacific

Ocean.
