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Competition of Other Nations Has
Compelled Such a Course.

¥mportant British Interests Will Net be
Sacrificed, Theugh Concessions May be
Made 1n the Ingerest of Peace—Michael
Davitt Sees England im the Wrong as
Regards Bebring Sea-Cable News.

London, Feb, 24.—The Sccretary of State
for the Colonles, Mr. Joseph Chamberlaln,
as set forth in a parliamentary paper just
fssued, proposes that in future the differ-
ences between the British South Africa
Company and the natives must be submit-
ted to the Secretary of State, whose decl-
sion will be binding. In additicn, the ad-
ministrative Council of Southern Rhodesia
is to be augmented by four elected mem-
bers to the council .and sufficient »f the
company’s nominees to ensure the company
a majority. Further, while the responsi-
ble expenditure of the commandant of the
forces will be paid by the Crown, he will
cease to be a deputy commissioner, and the
control of the High Commissioner will be
based on information by the Imperial resi-
dent commissioner. Mr, Chamberlain has
also agreed that there shall be separate
rdministrators for ‘Matabeleland and Mash-
onaland, and that there shall be only one
Executive Council.

The Goverument of Cape Coleny has ap-
proved of Mr. Chamberlain’s proposals, re-
garding them as clearing the way for self-
government and the probable eventual
union of the Cape.

Russta’s Pledge Regarding China.

The parliamentary secretary for the For-
eign Office, Mr. George N. Curzon, reply-
Ing In the House of Commons to-day to a
question, sawid Kussia's pledge rowpecting
tree ports in North China was conveyed in
the following note:

“Count Muravieff, the Russlan Minister
for Foreign Affairs, gxpressed great sur-
prise at the agiwation which appeared to
lrn-vall in Engiand, both In the press and
n offickl circles, on 1ne subject of the re-
c_ent events in China, where Englisn and
Russian interests could not be seriously an-
tagonistic. Count Muravieff gbserved that
various English statesmen of position had
recognized that it was perfectly natural
Russia shouid wish for an outlet for her
cemmerce on the coast of the North Pacific.
Any such ports will be open for the com-
merce of the world and Fngland, whose
trade interests are so important in thus
region, would share the advantage.”

As to south Africa.

.. In reply to a question as to the West
African situation, Mr. Chamberain said.
he expected a friendly and satisfactory set-
tement, but under the agreemeut with
France he could not give details until the
segotidtions in Paris. ‘were evdel. The
ditrculties, he ebserved, had not arisen re-
furdmg the delimitation of the Say-Berua
i'ge. but in the delimitation west of tue
Niger. Speaking genéraily, he would say
that the competition of other nations bad
compelled Great Britain to adopt a more
forward policy in the Hinterlands of her
African colonies. From the French stand-
point he could only admire the French
poliecy, which had carved for France an
enormous empire, from which she would
in the future derive well-deserved benefits.
In conclusion, Mr. Chamberlain asseried
that the Cabinet was united in its African
policy. He believed the country also was
united and that, while ready to make con-
cessions for the sake of maintaining peace-
fui relations with foreign powers, the
country would not- allow important British
interests to be saecrified.

Mr. Chamberlain said: *It is a lament-
able fact that we allowed ourselves to.be
forestalled In Sierra Leone and Gambia:
and the Government determined that the
same fate shoull not attend the Niger and
the Gold Coast. Consequently it decided
to raise a frontier force under Captain Lug-
ard to occupy the Hinterland of those ter-
ritories, The creation of this force is ne-
cessary, whether ' the difficulties with
France are satisfactorily settied or not."”

Mr. Labouchere's motion to reduce the
colonial vote was then rejected by a vote
of 224 against 27.

By ArFangement With the Western Amori-
can Lines They Will Siart a Competition
by Which it 1s Iopﬂfto Increase . T.V.
Trafiic and Hurt the Other Line—Prum-
mond Link te be Oprn March 1.

Montreal, Feb. 24.—(Special,)—To-morrow
the Grand Trunk wil] announce that they
will not c¢ut rates, but will open a new
line to Manitoba. Iree colonist sleep-rs
will' be run from Portland, Montreal and
Toronto to Winnipeg, Special trains will
be run for settlers who may wish te ac
company their llve stock, The Northern
Pacific extends from St, I'aul to Winnipeg
and other prineipal places in Manitoba.
By an arrangement with the Great Trunks
between Chicago and St, Paul the distance
of about 400 miles has been bridged and
the Grand Trunk system in the east join-
ed with the Northern Pacific system In the
West and active competition at once in-
augurated with the Canadian Pacific.

It I8 clalmed this wil hurt the Cana.
dian Pacific where It will feg] it most,
and that new developments will soon fol-
low, almed to increase the Grand Trunk's
earnings from traffic heretofore almost
monopolized by the Canadian Pacific,

extended to Montreal, and will be open
for traffic on Tuesday, March 1 next. Close
conunections will be made with the Grand
Trunk and C. P, R, express trains to and

From the ¢. ¥. R,'s Standpeint.
The Herald publishes a strong Canadian

Pacific article to-night, The C. P. R, also
sends out a copy of the document drawn
up at a general session of the Interstate
Commerce Commission of the United States
held Feb, 16 in Washington, which goes to
verify the statement made by the Cana-
dian Pacific that the Grand Trunk had
allied itself with the American roads to
ln;ure the Canadian Pacific.

Board of Trade Delegates Interviewed
the Government Yesterday.

Toronto, Ottawa and Winnipeg Business
Men Presented the Case Before the
Premier, Sir Richard and Other Minis-
ters—Routes to be Surveyed This Season
and a Pecision Arrived at After That
Has Been Dene.

Ottawa, Feb. 24.—(Speclal.)—The advan-
tages of an overland route to- the Yukon
from some point in the Northwest Terri-
tories, preferably from Edmonton, were
strongly pressed upon the Government to-
day by representatives of the Toronto,
Winnipeg, Ottawa and Montreal Boards of
Trade. The Ministers present were BSir

Wilfrid Laurier, Sir Richar artwright,
Mr. Dobell and Mr. Siftogy”and the depu-
tation -included - Elia gers and Edward

Wills, Toronto Board of Trade; D. W. Bole,
Mayor Andrews, . N. Bell of Winnipeg;
C. Ross, John Coates, G. F. Henderson and
P. Whelan of Ottawa and others, There
were also present a large contingent of
members of Parllament,

Addresses were dellvered by several mems
bers of the deputation. S
The Premier’s Promises.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in reply, -sald this
important subject had already been engag-
ing the attention of the Government, He
wds not disclosing ‘any Government secret
in saying that for some time their mind
had been made up to have an exploration
of all the proposed routes made this sum-
mer, to ascertain the most feasible one,
With 1500 miles of practically unknown
country, all would agree that it was essen-
tial to have some knowledge of the country
and its resources, before putting in a road
or a trail. One objection to the route was
the possibility of lack of fodder, but if
this was obtainable the problem would be

largely solved. Mhere should be no an-
tagonism between the overland and water
routes, The Government was strongly alive
to the advisability, If not necessity, of hav-
iug a route from the interior to the Yukon,
There was no antagonism between this and
the Stikine route, which was a matter of
immediate urgency, and the shortest on
Canadlan soil, but at the same time the
Government recognized its great advan-
tages. One reason which induced them to
open an inland route was that a good farm- -
ing section would be opened up, in which
disappointed gold-seekers -would settle, and
ancther reason was the strong probability
of another Klondike in the Rocky Moun-
talns, or along the northern rivers being
discovered. All the Government could say
at’ present was that the best-way te pro-
ceed. was to make -an exploration of the
rontes, and if means of the country
