e Hundreds of tge friends of the
goys came In to see just how an election
was run. Before they had stayed long
they were as noisy as the students. Bect
‘Abragham pounded the planv. of the Oid
Lit., while Doc Cardy did the like aot for
the others. The strains of “*A Hot Time,”
and “I Love to See My Dear Oid Mother
Work” could be heard mow and again
above the din caused by shuffling feet and
wagging tongues.

Left Not a Stone Unturned.

The machine of both parties was, working
with a will.  “Crokey” Cleiand sat in a
little room and sent men to all corners of
the city after votes. Cabs there were by
the dozens, and In spite of the damp
weather, bicycles were brought into use to
urge up tardy voters. Billy Martin was
omnipresent, while Narraway kept cool and
did brainy work. .

In days of yore a scrap was the essential
feature of a Varsity election. Then, a
hundred students representing the opposing
factions were gathered in a room, and with
locked arms, disheveled halr, summer cos-
tume and bantering words, they tussled
with each other from early night till early
morning. Al voters had tobe passed in
over the heads of these fighters. In doing
so a voter took.his life and his clothes
in his' hand. Dapper dressed fteshmen
went in to vote; they returned minus thelr

plumes and togs. Many_ went merely to
vote, but remained to tight. Hlistory tells
of one Munrc who returned from the fray
with a collar button attached to a rag. He
was taken home in a cab. Such was the
mission of the ‘‘brute force.”

Histary Repeats itself.

Although both parties professed ignorance
of the existence of a ‘‘srute foree,”” yet
both parties prepared their men for hostili-
ties. Old-time scrappers were called out.
They readily accepted the call. The down-
town friends of the students were presented
with a ‘badge and cane prepared to take
a hand in tbhe conflict. There is a bylaw
in the possession of the registrar, frowning
down upon all violence wpon University
precinets, McGregor Young had stamped
with his disapproval any attempt to coerce
voters,

Incidents of the Fray.

There was considerable jolting about the
door of the voting bootn, especially at
about 11 o'clock. and from that onward.
There was a scr:lp about midnight, and
it got hot and rousing before morning. No

World declared there was an “Ethioplan in
the woodpile.””
