Candidate Ball Hits Out at Useless Expenditure by School

Mayor Church’at_last night's meet-
ing in Roden School, Ashdale avenue,
urged the electors to -stand solidly
behind the tried ffiends of the
Hydro-Electric Commissioin and solid-
ly against all those interests opposed
to the solidification of public: owner-
ship enterprises city. Ex-
Controller Sam McBride, who also
spoke, claimed to have stood shoul-
der to shoulder with Sir Adam Beck
in the recent Hydro-Electric cléan-
1ip with the Mackenzie-Mann inter-
ests, but at the same time he placed
himself on record a8 unequivocally
opposed to handing over‘ to - the
Hydro-Electric or any ‘other body full
rights over  the Kingston road from
West Hill to. Queen street. The ex-
controler paid tribute to the cam-
palgn now being waged by the board
more money -with
which to provide better accommoda-
tion for the children. Mayor Church,
on the other hand, stated that it was
1ot more money but. more educational
brains which were: needed 'in the
matter, and that a campaign was
needed to bring .the board of, educa-
tion to its senses.

The mayor ridiculed the statement
of Mr, McBride that neither he nor
lhe board of control nor the city coun-
cil were entitled to any credit for the
consummation of the great Hydro-
Electric clean-up, and stated that if
the representatives of the city council
1%d not repeatedly’ made  demands
upon the authoritie® at Ottawa in con-
nection witah the matter Sir Adam
Beck would never have been enabled
to put the deal over. L

Mr., _McBride | challenged Mayor
Church ¢to prove Ris statement of re-
cent date that he, McBride, had re-
celved a tender for a harbor contract
from the harbor board at any time
without comipetition. The ex-controller

Victory for Clean-up. *
Oontroller Maguire in a short, pithy
address stated his belief that ratepay-
ers’ meetings should be held once a
monihsand membens should thus keep
a.tab upon the aldermen and possible
candidate’ for the following year, He
favored all the bylaws, but paid spe-
cial attention to the clean-up: bylaw
which the believed the whole of To-
vonto woild vdte in as one man. No
question, he said, had meant so much
‘o the' welfare, present and future, of
1he city.
The speaker had had the whole n}at-
ier of the clean-up under investiga-
tion for at least eighteen n}onths. anq
during.that time had been in constant
touch with S8ir Adam Beck. There was
no doubt. he said. as to the stand
Mayor Chureh had taken, and the
woric tne mayor had done to bring
about the glorious consummation for
which sole credit was allotted solely
¢ Sir Adam Beck by those who hagd
not before been p:trilC',ularize‘d by any
sensc of friendship’ for him. The
Hydro s¢hemes had not cos; the To-
to ratepayers a cent in their <axes.
J?(mchmgp u’pon the T.S.R., the speﬂk:
sr said that at present power for that
systom -cost $25-per h.p.; after it was
taken over by the city this would be re-
duced to $18. On the 60,000 horsepower
1sed every year for the maintenance of
this system, this reduction would be
worth .consideration.
Ball for Rational Schools.

Ex-Aldermajp H, H. Ball, candidate for
the board of control, strongly championed
ihe cause of public ownership,Aand also
.ongratulated Rev. H. A. Berlis, candi-
date for school trustee, for his strong
stand against the present campaign fqr
#rills and fads. Mr. Ball severely eriti-
eized the present school board for spend-'
"ng money upon useless adornments and
ractices, and failing to spend money up-
)n the most- needed improvements in ac-
ommodation. He pointed out that altho
the school rate in 1918 was only 7% mills
on the dollar, and the rate for 1920 had
rigen to 10 mills, the system was in an
sven worse condition than had beenthe
case vears ago. In a strong address the
sx-alderman. pointed with pride to the
deal consummated by Sir Adam Beck
co-operating ‘with the city council. He
recalled the day when some members in
vhe city council would have bought the
Metropolitan system for: $590,000, and at
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the same time have handed over e per-
petual franchise to the Mackenzie-Mann
interésts. He and others in the city
coumnktil had prevented the consumination
of a deal so detrimenial to the best In-
terests of the city. Mr. Ball also refer-
red to the plebiscite for assessment re-
form coming up for vote on January 1,
and stated that he was largély respons-
ible for its consideration.
Hammered the Fads.

Rev. H. A, Beriis, candidate for school
trustee, was, one of the mest able and
most ggopular speakers of the evaning.
He tore the arguments of the fads and
frills campaigners into shréds, and ridi-
culed /the institution of a miniswy of
motherhood d&nd fatherhood, school path-
ing tanks, schcool folk-lore, and dancing
academies under civic admin‘simtion,
and safety-first ledflets for parents, as
useless expenditures, m consideration of
th¢ needs of improvements if sc ]l ac-
comraodation, of sbaths in the hames, of
essentials as against non-essentials in
the .school curriculum and life of the
children at school. Common-sense and
free air as against fads and vitiated at-
mosphere, was his slogan.

Other speakers  were : Controller
Ramsden, who championed the new ud-
ministration of the civic abattoir; Ald
Nesbitt, who championed the Hydro-
IBlcetric® and all the bylaws; Ald, Hiltz,
whio championed the cause of a muanicipal
hospital; Ald. Baker, who has done mucn
!fcr Ward 8; Harry Ingram, who expects
!to do much for this ward; ex-Controller
Rebbins, who, as an expert in T.8.E.
matters, and as a champion of all things
Hydro-Electric, believes he should agan
represent the citizens. in the <oant!
chamber. .

M;ny Men 'Awgai-t:ir_xg~ ’Chnst-
mas Beason Close Before
Considering Farm Work. -

Overcoats and underclothing are the
essential needs of the relief author-
ities in the city today. It was stated
at the Church street depot yesterday
afternoon fthat they were not coming
in very fast. As a result many men
were still ‘without the things which,
outside of  their meals, meant. every-
thing to them during the ‘coming win-
ter, They expressed their thanks for

the benefits conferred upon' the com-
munity by the weather, _Rain was
disagreeable, they .said, but realtold
weather was a condition which would
now work untold hardship upon hua-
dreds of men and boys; and many
old 'men at that. . ;

A new light on the present: situation
was /the fact that the plants of the
International Nickel Company at both
Creighton and Coppercliff  had closed
down, and that easily 1,600 men 'were
let out in consequenpce.
which employed large numbers . had
also closed down.' This was the RBs-
pinola pulp and paper plant at Es-
pinola. Three hundred men  were. let
' out at that plant. Many of those -let
out had made their way to both To-
ronto and Winnipeg.

Farm work is still short on both
supply and demand. .It was _stated.
at the government employment bureau
yvesterday that on an average about
16 meén were placed at farm work.
There were hundreds. of men applying
for work .every day, but out ol thie
number. so far, for- some. .time only
this average had been maintdined for
the farm in@lustry. Rev. J. A. Miller,
superintendent of this bureau, stated
that the jmajority of men were wait-
ing for.tlle Christmas season to. close
before copsidering farm work, ::and
that very likely after New.Year both
demand and supply would !increase
materially. ) Uiaz In

Majority. Are Returned Men.

Yesterday, the relief-bureau at King.
street registered . only 81 new names
for relief as against¢a total of 202.for
| the. previous ‘day. - Returned men, up
to the day before yesterday, had com-
‘prised 75 per-cent.”'of the total regis-
trations. | Yesterday the ‘ratio was.
practically fifty-fi‘ty, and this brought
the average down to 73 ' per: ¢ent.
While theve were several cases ' re-
ported of' men selling tickets,  there
were also several cases of ‘men doing
the reverse. ' -As,* for Iinstance, -the
case®of a yoing man who was await-
ing word gnd money from home in
Montreal, which, arriving, he immed-
iately réturned the 90 cents for
day's meals. and also handed two dol-
larxs to the relie’ corps for distribu-
tion as the corps saw fit. Or again,
take the case of a young man who
returned exactly the amount of money
his tickets cost the corps.

On the other hand, there was the
case of a youth who s8ld three of his
tickeéts, -costing 90 'cents ‘altogether,
for a place-inside a‘theatre, thus sac-
rificing three ' ‘meals. 'He- had--no
money stdred ‘awav’ so far as the
authorities were aware. Another case
was that''of a -youth - whose ‘parents
