Sheep will often suffer for a long time
from exposure to a single severe cold
rain: the wool and skin sometimes re-
main wet for days afterwards, and ghus
skin diseases are bred. '

In nearly al] cases farms that are
targely seeded down to grass and stpck-
ed with sheep are growing richer zon-
stantly.

When growing sheep for both wool
and mutton, be careful and not cull out
the good mutton too closely Yor |the
butcher. This will spoil the wool drop.
