He read 
from t)ie speeches of Mr. Hazen in the 
house and from the platform published in 
St. John just before the election to show 
the nature of the pledges he had iniyle to 
the country, and , in plain,, convincing 
language told how each and every one ot 
these 'had been violated.

It was a terrible arraignment of a gov­
ernment that had only been in power for 
a year and one which will not soon be 
forgotten by ,the members of the legisla­
ture. Violations of pledges one after the 
other were / hurled at the government 
benches until it seemed that nothing that 
had been promised had been performed ; 
but many things were done that had not 
been contemplated, the salary grab, for 
instance, and the decapitation of Liberal 
officials.

Canada should 
do something towards naval, aid, and if 
the six million people of Canada were to 
annually give a dollar apiece it would pro­
vide substantial help. <He declared that 
Britain was more than ever looking to 
Canada and Canada was becoming more 
British.

Senator Ellis was of the opinion that 
Canada had done a good deal for the de­
velopment of seamanship. Many good 
masters, and mates were induced, but the 
difficulty was they were picked up and 
taken out of the country.

King Edward Limits Ladies’ At­
tendance at Court

given orders that a new regulation is to 
be strictly enforced which prohibits ladies 
from going to court oftener than once in 
three years unless they are in an official 
position. This regulation has become ab­
solutely necessary, for as a former mem­
ber of the Royal household remarked not 
long ago: ‘‘Everybody of all classes now 
thinks it necessary to go to court.”
