“Ypres," the new war film, of which 
touch has been written since its first 
appearance in England, where it was 
produced, and opened a three-day en­
gagement at the Imperial yesterday to 
overflowed houses.

It proceeds through the second 
Battle of Ypres, tn which Canadians, 
Imperials and French colored colonials [ 
"were concerned, and, omitting St. Elol 
and the June, 1916, fighting, goes on 
Through trench warfare to the summer 
•tid fall fighting of 1917 In the siege 
»? Passchendaele, the recapture of this 
^terrain by the Huns, and the last final 
«assault which swept the enemy away 
from the city’s gates for the remainder 
-»f the war.

Most of the film was actually taken 
1b wartime, such as the King’s visit 
to the front. In many instances the 
cast includes leading characters who 
ere acting the roles they once filled in !
