LINERS ARRIVE
deThe French

Spokane Bound North With 
Many Excursionists— 

Puebla Leaves,

(From "Wednesday's Dally.)
Five steamers were‘this morning head­

ed for Victoria and all arrived early. The 
two Blue Funnel steamers came in to­
gether, the Ning Chow outward bound 
tof the Orient and Liverpool and the 
Antilochus to discharge the cargo which 
she brought from Glasgow» Liverpool and 
Hong Kong. Besides these steamers the 
Spokane called with 174 tourists bound 
for Alaska on the first of the regular 
twehre-day voyages; the City of Puebla 
outward bound for San Francisco, and the 
Iroquois on the ferry pervtce from Seat­
tle. Four of the vessels tied up at the 
outer dock and made things busy there 
for a short time.

Captain Allan, of the Ning Chow, was 
ill in bed when the steamer left. He suf­
fers periodically from attacks of malarial 
fever, and just now he is down with it. 
The steamer has a small carg<v only about 
3,000 tons being taken aciyss the Pacific. 
This consists almost wholly of. lumber 
and whale oil. The vessel is taking two 
Chinese who have been deported and two 
Japanese women who were brought out 
for immoral purposes and who are being 
shipped back as not desirable.

The Antilochus has about one thousand 
tons to discharge at this port. This con­
sists very largely of iron and steel which 
is distributed amongst the Marine Iron 
Works, the Victoria Machinery Depot, the 
B. C. Marine Railway Co. and B. G. Prior 
& Co. She also has 23 tons of paints for 
the Staneland Co., 12 tons of paint ma­
terials for the Staneland Co., 1& tons of 
marble for A. Stewart & Co., 2 tons of 
cutlery for the Hickman Tye Hardware 
Çq., 16 tons of silicate soda and 16 drums 
of caustic soda for Winn & Holland, 5 
tons of tin plate and hoop iron for the' 
B. A. Paint Co*, 13 tons of borax for the 
Pioneer Coffee & Spice Co., 10 tons ot 
salt for H. Moss, and 14 tons of window 
glass for Pilkington Brothers.

Steamer Spokane , had to undergo an in­
spection before being allowed to take 
passengers from this port, [ She visits all 
the scenic points up the Coast, returning 
via Vancouver, any passengers wishing 
to come here being sent over on one of 
the Sound; ferry steamers» She took eight 
passengers from here. While she was in 
port this morning foor valuable rings were 
stolen from the steamer. A young lady 
who was wearing them left them in the 
wash room for a few minutes and on her 
return they were gone. Shfe notified the 
ponce, but without any good result.

The City of Puebla liad 150 passengers 
bound for San Francisco.

Mayor Hall Laments Fact that 
Lash Could Not Be

The license of the White Horse saloon 

on Humboldt street was on Tuesday 
suspended for the term of $0 days from 
date by the verdict of the license com­
missioners who heard the charge 
brought against the proprietors, Hans 
Kelson and Nell Hansen, by Licensing 
Inspector Handley that the licensees 
had allowed Women on their premises 
during prohibited hours.

In giving their decision Mayor Hall, 
chairman of the commission, said he 
regretted the board had not the power 
to impose the lash upon men who en­
tice young girls into saloons and supply 
them with liquor. He intimated that 
the license regulations must be rigidly 
enforced.

The case was that on the morning of 
May 27th Inspector Handley, In com­
pany with Constable Duncan, went to 
the White Horse saloon at 12.36 a.m. 
and found two young girls, the daugh­
ters of respectable people, in a rear 
room in company with a male com­
panion. They had heard the sound ot 
female voices from the street. The 
three had before them glasses which 
had apparently contained liquor.

There was a second charge of selling 
liquor during prohibited hours. This, 
however, the board felt was not proved, 
but held there was sufficient evidence 
to show the proprietors had been guilty 
of allowing women on " their premises 
after closing hours. The mayor said the 
board regretted it had not the power 
to order the lash to be used on the 
male companion, and that the regula­
tions must be observed. All breaches for 
the future will be dealt with with the 
full rigor- of the law.

WILL BUILD SCHOOL

ON LEIGHTON ROAD

Board Selects a Site—Tenders 
Called for Moss Street 

School.

It was decided by the school board, 
at a special meeting on Tuesday, to 
purchase a site for another school, to 
serve the needs of the eastern portion 
of the city. On the recommendation 
of the buildings and ground» commit­
tee a property on Leighton road, near 
Bank street, will be purchased, the 
price being $2,400. The board not hav­
ing funds available for anything but 
maintenance, the city council will be 
asked to provide $1,500. the hoard to 
make the amount good out of" the cur­
rent appropriation for maintenance.

Trustee McIntosh urged the pur­
chase of a site in Oaklands, to serve a 
rapidly-grwing section in the northeast 
portion of the city, and this will be 
considered later.

As there is less money available for 
repairs than there are repairs te he 
made a report was submitted from the 
buildings and grounds committee as to 
the work which is imperative. During 
the summer vacation $2,220 will be spent 
on repairs and tenders will be called 
for the work at once.

The board considered the plans for 
the school on Moss street and adopted 
them, instructing J. C. M. Keith, the 
architect, to call for tenders, each 
trade separately, as well as for the 
heating and ventilating plant.

Supt. Paul made a confidential re­
port on the teaching staff in the sev­
eral schools under thee board, and 
after being considered this was referred 
back to him for action.

Heney 
was branded as a hireling of Rudolph 
Spreckles, and as the head of an or­
ganized force of criminal detectives.

The address of the veteran attorney 
was, in point of expression and rhet­
oric, one of the cleverest and most sen­
sational arguments ever delivered be­
fore a jury m this city. The defendant 
Was accompanied to court by bis wife 
and his two daughters.

Moore asserted that the effort td 
connect the defendant with the brlb* 
ery of the former supervisors 4M the 
city was farcical.

“Why name Calhoun in the matter 
at all?” he inquired. “Despite all the 
spying, boring of holes in doors, look­
ing over transoms and the traps that 
have been set, there has never been a 
particle of direct evidence against the 
defendant.

“Director Leach, of the United State»
